e During the regular season, board members are required to work a minimum of two (2) board
duty shifts per month.

e Board members are required to be present and help facilitate various events and functions,
including but not limited to: registration, evaluation day, make-up evaluations, opening/closing
ceremonies, board duty, monthly board meetings, Pride of the Foothills Tournament, and other
assigned duties.

The Board of Directors accepts volunteers at the end of each season. Board members may hold office
for consecutive terms, with the exception of President. In the case of multiple volunteers for a single
position, selection will be determined by a vote of the current board prior to the end of its term.
