b. KVHA reserves the right to inform PNAHA or the asson receiving the
released player of any or all suspensions or digst#py actions involving a
transferring player.

2. Any KVHA player who transfers from KVHA to anotheckey association is free
to return to KVHA the following season providingyhave obtained a release
from their former association.
