Rules to Reschedule Games


It is the responsibility of the team requesting a change in the schedule to contact all other teams involved and make the exchange of games.  While cooperation is desired from all teams involved, it is very likely that at least one of the teams will be unable or unwilling to trade time slots.


Contact the Basketball Commissioner

1. Contact the basketball commissioner and let him know which game(s) are involved.

2. The commissioner will provide a list of all of the head coaches for all of the schools, as well as a page listing the exception dates submitted by all of the schools prior to the schedule being prepared.  When contacting the coaches, tell them that any change is tentative until the commissioner approves the change.  The commissioner will be responsible for contacting all teams and informing them that the change is official.

Identify potential games that can be swapped

1. All current grade schedules, and the current gym schedule, are posted on the CGSAA website.  These are updated as the changes are made throughout the season.  Please make sure a current schedule is being consulted.

2. There can only be an exchange of games; the game wanting to be rescheduled cannot simply be moved to an open time slot.

3. When looking for a possible new time slot, the exception dates should be consulted before contacting any teams.

4. Games involving developmental teams and 4-8th grade teams cannot be exchanged, since the developmental league uses 9’ goals.

When (if) a tentative deal is made

1. Notify the commissioner.  He will confirm that the exchange meets all of the criteria.

2. [bookmark: _GoBack]The commissioner will text message and/or email all 4 coaches, and get final confirmation of the exchange.

3. The commissioner will change the grade schedules and the gym schedule on the website to reflect the exchange.

4. The commissioner will notify the gym(s) involved and let them know about the change in games.
