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All business concerning this League will be handled by the Board of Representatives and Trustees.


This League, its Officials, Coaches and Referees will not be responsible for injury to or loss by anyone at any time.

CONSTITUTION

Article I Name/Operation

1. This Corporation shall be known as Tri-County Youth Football & Cheerleading Conference, Inc., (TCYFCC). The athletic contest held by the corporation shall be governed by the Constitution and By-Laws of the Tri-County Youth Football and Cheerleading Conference, Inc. (TCYFCC).
2. This league shall be a non-profit organization.
3. A copy of the By-Laws of the Tri-County Youth Football and Cheerleading Conference, Inc. (TCYFCC) shall be recorded with the Office of the Alabama Secretary of State and in the Autauga County Court House for inspection by the Treasurer
Article II Purpose

The purpose of the corporation shall be to provide for the mutual assistance, enjoyment, entertainment, and improvement of its members, and for youth participation in athletics, physical recreation, and contests of skill and team play. These contests shall be held for the purpose of demonstrating to the youth participants therein the value of hard work, self- discipline, self-sacrifice, extensive practice, cooperation with others, and the enjoyment, which can result thereof. The purpose shall be further met by the establishment of a youth football program and youth cheerleading program for the promotion and development of the youth of Alabama. In addition, the corporation may promote and engage in any and all other non-profit activities which are deemed by the Board of Representatives and Trustees to be beneficial to the youth of the Alabama, so long as such activities are conducted in accordance with the state, local, federal laws and regulations, and the Internal Revenue Service guidelines in relation to non-profit corporations.

Article III Membership

There shall be three classes of participants: League Representatives, and Guests.
A.) League Representatives – The President or Representative designated from each Member League shall be a member of the Board of Representatives. The Board of Representatives and the Executive Board shall make all final decisions that pertain to the operations of the TCYFCC.

Each League Representative shall have (1) one individual voting right in the decision-making process.

If a league elects to be represented by an appointed individual instead of the President of said League, then a signed document from the President and the Board of Members must be presented to the Tri-County Youth Football and Cheerleading Conference, Inc. (TCYFCC) and placed on file with the Secretary.



B.) Guests - Shall consist of all Parents, Guardians, or Sponsors that have shown an interest in the program. They have NO voting rights.

Article IV Teams
1. Members shall consist of three Football teams: Sophomores, Juniors, and Seniors. A league must have a minimum of three (Sophomores, Juniors, and Seniors) teams to participate in the league. If a league has less than three Football teams, they must have consent from the Board of Representatives for that league to be allowed to participate.

2. The athletic teams participating in the program of the TCYFCC shall be known as Sophomores, Juniors and Seniors The Board of Representatives may add or delete divisions or the number of participants, as they deem necessary to provide for more participation by eligible youth.

Article V
Fees, Dues, and Revenues



1. All money collected throughout the season will be kept by the home field child league.
2. Each participating league will contribute equally, based on number of teams, to offset any costs associated with trophies to be provided by the TCYFCC. This contribution must be made prior to admittance into the TCYFCC.
3. All money in excess of that which is set aside for startup, supplies, equipment, and possible hardship of a league. Anything greater than $4000.00 will be set aside to help defray the cost to each league the following season. This money may be used to lower Officiating Bills, Cost of ID Cards and/or Competition Judge expenses. It will be voted on by the Board of Representatives at the last meeting after the season concludes in December before being distributed EQUALLY to all participating leagues. 

4. All gate receipts from Playoff Games, Championship Games and any other special events shall be turned over to the Treasurer of the Tri-County Youth Football and Cheerleading Conference, Inc. (TCYFCC) to be deposited into the League account on the next business day for the year’s operating expenses.


Amendments

1. A reference page will be the last page of the Constitution and By-laws and will record the amendments and the By-Law changes.

2. Submissions for By-Law changes will be submitted at the March meeting in writing and voted on at the April meeting.

3. No changes/amendments can be added or deleted to the By-laws and/or Constitution during the year outside of submissions in March and voting in April

BYLAWS
All rules in the constitution apply to the By-Laws.

Article I Meetings

1. At regular meetings of the League, the order of business shall be conducted using Robert’s Rules of Order:
a. Call Meeting to Order
b. Reading of Minutes
c. Treasurer’s Report
d. Old Business
e. New Business
f. Adjournment

2. The date for the Annual Meeting will be held at the conclusion of the current season. This meeting shall be held no later than December 31 of each year.

3. Special meetings may be called at any time at the request of any League Representative or Executive Board Member. The member requesting the Special Meeting should secure a Meeting Place and Time and inform the Secretary of such information. Member should be given at least 24 hours notification of said meeting, EXCEPT in circumstances which will not permit this time restraint.

4. The League Representatives and Executive Board shall meet at least once a month beginning in January and concluding with the Annual Meeting that shall be held before December 31st of each year. These meetings will be held on a date/time determined at the end of the month’s previous monthly meeting. 

Article II Voting

1. The League Representatives will be allowed to vote in one of the following three ways:

a. By being present at said meeting.
b. By sending a Representative to vote in their place with notice so stating.
c. By signed proxy to be delivered to the Executive Board President (or his/her designee) of the Tri-County Youth Football and Cheerleading Conference, Inc. (TCYFCC) in a sealed envelope.

2. Any League Representative not complying with the above ways of vote will be counted as an abstained vote.

3. Guests are not allowed to vote and are to remain silent during meetings.


Article III 
Representatives

1. President from each child organization (Pike Rd. / Prattville / Wetumpka / Greenville)
a. Oversee the Rules and Constitution of the TCYFCC.
b. The Chairperson will also be responsible for obtaining the scores from all League Representatives and making sure they are sent to the person responsible for maintaining the Website.
c. Shall fulfill all other duties designated to them by these By-Laws and Constitution.

d. The Executive Board President shall only have a vote in the event of a tie. 	

2. The Treasurer shall be voted and elected by the League Representatives of the Tri-County Youth Football & Cheer Conference, Inc. (TCYFCC). The submission of names for Treasurer shall be submitted at the January meeting and voted on at the February meeting by the Presidents/League Representatives.


a. The term for this position shall begin in March and end in February.
b. The Treasurer shall maintain and preserve all permanent financial records.
c. The Treasurer shall collect and disperse all monies of the league with the approval of the League and co-signatures of the designated personnel.
d. The Treasurer shall be responsible for startup monies for all Special Events. The money received at all Special Events will be counted in the presence of two additional Representatives with each signing off on the deposit.
e. The money will be deposited the next business day.
f. The Treasurer shall be responsible for providing a financial statement to the Board of Representatives and Trustees at each and every regular meeting.
g. The Treasurer shall be responsible for maintaining the signature cards at the bank along with all bank documents.
h. Shall fulfill all other duties designated to them by these By-Laws and Constitution.


3. The Player Agent shall be voted and elected by the League Representatives of the Tri-County Youth Football & Cheer Conference, Inc. (TCYFCC). The submission of names for Player Agent shall be submitted at the January meeting and voted on at the February meeting by the Presidents/League Representatives.

a. The term for this position shall begin in March and end in February.
b. The Player Agent shall be responsible for all Football ID Cards and all weigh- ins.
c. The coordination of Football and Cheerleading ID cards.
d. Shall fulfill all other duties designated to them by these By-Laws and Constitution.


Article IV Gate Receipts

1. Home team’s admission will be $5.00 for 5 and up. Four (4) years old and under are FREE. Gate receipts will be retained by the Home Team for Regular Season games.

2. Special Events admission will be $5.00 for 5 years old and up. Four (4) years old and under are FREE. Special events include Jamboree, Play-Offs, Championships, and Cheer Competition. Gate receipts will be retained by TCYFCC. An “All-Day” Pass will be available for Championship Games and Cheer Competition at the cost of $8.00 per person 5 years old and up.

3. All gate receipts from Jamboree, Playoff Games, Cheer Competition, Championship Games and any other special events shall be turned over to the Treasurer of the Tri-County Youth Football and Cheerleading Conference, Inc. (TCYFCC) to be deposited into the League account by the next business day for the year’s operating expenses.










Article V
Eligibility for Participation

1. No Player/Cheerleader may participate in any TCYFCC activity without the written consent of his/her parents or guardians. In addition to written permission, the youth at a minimum must have reached his/her  6her 6th Birthday by July 31st and not exceed the age of 12 years old while in the 6th Grade. If a child is 12 years and in the 7th Grade then that child will NOT be allowed to participate in the Tri-County Youth Football & Cheerleading Conference. A parent/guardian must provide verification/proof of that the 12 year old child is currently enrolled in the 6th Grade (ie. Report Card or Progress report) and must be approved by their League Representative. 

2. No football player may participate in TCYFCC who is a member of another organized football team or has been a member (been named on a roster/played in a game) during the current football season. A football player is considered a member of an organized team when his/her name is placed on a team’s roster or they participate in a game.


3. A league season begins on the August 1st and ends when that League’s season has been completed. Reminder: TCYFCC events shall take precedent to other similar activities during the league season which shall begin on the August 1st and end when that League’s season has been completed.


Article VI

1.      Football players will be required to participate in an ID check through National Sports ID following the guidelines below:

MIDGETSSOPHOMORES	15 Minutes Prior to the Start of the Game
CRICKETJUNIORSS	4th Quarter of MidgetSophomores Game
TERMITESSENIORS	4th Quarter of CricketJuniors Game

1. After each Player’s ID has been verified, he will proceed to the end zone or in an area that is  in plain view of the opposing team until their team takes the field to play their game. If a player(s) leaves the field of sight of the opposing team, without supervision or permission from the opposing coach, he must have their ID Verified according to previously stated rules.


2. If a football player arrives after the official ID check on a regular game day, it will be up to the opposing president as to whether they will be checked late and allowed to participate/play.



Article VII Rosters

1. All football players MUST BE ON A ROSTER AND VERIFIED with the TCYFCC Official before Opening Day. The exception to this rule would be if a football team has less than eighteen (18) players. Sign-ups for this exception will only be allowed until a maximum of eighteen (18) players have been registered and VERIFIED. No football player or cheerleader may be added to any roster after the first game of the regular season. The TCYFCC will provide a supplement roster of        any changes to each team President during each week that changes occur. Players or cheerleaders not on the official roster will not be eligible to play football or cheer.

2. No Player can be added to a roster after Jamboree unless a Team is below eighteen (18) team players. Players can be added up to or equal to eighteen (18) all the way up to the 1st game of the Official TCYFCC games.


3. There is a maximum of 30 29 players per team.

4. A player or cheerleader is considered an official member of a league once an application has been signed by parents or guardians and the player or cheerleader has been to one (1) practice (August 1st). Once the player/cheerleader becomes an official member of a league he/she must stay with that league for the reminder of the season unless he/she is released by the president of the said League or the TCYFCC Executive Board. Any player/cheerleader who does not wish to obtain permission from his/her previous league must sit out for one (1) year to be  eligible to change leagues.


Article VIII
Weight Limits and Ages

1. Football players will follow the ages and weight limits below for team placement. Ages will be as follows as of July 31st:

2a.	All players in all divisions must weigh in before Jamboreethe first game of the season.

2b. All players that are over the maximum weight limit will have a star placed on the back of their helmet and are restricted to the line of scrimmage. Players that have a star place on their helmet must play in a hand down stance from tackle to tackle on the offensive and defensive lines. Under no circumstance a player with a star on their helmet advance the ball. If a player with a star on their helmet recovers a turnover, then the play is to be blown dead and the ball placed at the spot of the recovery.
Players that have a star placed on their helmet at the beginning of the season will play the entire  season restricted to the line of scrimmage. 



3. Football players will be weighed-In once during the season following the procedures below:

A. Any football player that does not weigh-in within the established guidelines by Jamboree the first game will have the opportunity to weigh-in again at a designated time and place to be announced by the Executive Board, before the first (1st) game.

B. One set of scales to be owned by the Tri-County Youth Football and Cheerleading Conference (TCYFCL) will be used for all Official League Weigh-Ins. The scales will be verified by TCYFCC Board before the Jamboree Weigh-In.




Article IX Weigh-Ins

1. Football players will be allowed to weigh-in ONE TIME. If there is a question about the scales, the football player will step off of the scales and not be allowed to leave or remove any clothes or equipment. The scales will be checked by TCYFCC at zero (0) and the football player re-weighed. The football player can weigh-in wearing as little as underwear.


Article X
Violations/Penalties/Special Meetings/Protests

1. If a violation occurs, TCYFCC will hold a special meeting to determine disciplinary actions on a case by-case basis. Punishments can include but are not limited to monetary fines, forfeiture of game (to include post-season events), probation and/or expulsion of the league.

2. During said meeting, the alleged offending team’s TCYFCC representative will be able to be present for the meeting and speak but will not have a vote in the outcome.

3. Abusive, obscene, or profane language and/or gambling will not be tolerated at any League functions. There shall be no alcoholic beverages consumed or present at any League function. This shall include player/cheerleaders, coaches, and contest officials, League Officials or spectators. Each League shall be responsible for enforcement of this rule. There shall be no tobacco use of any kind while on the playing field. Violation of this rule shall result in suspension of person from the League.

4. Any player/cheerleader or coach who is ejected from a game will not be permitted to participate in the following game of his/her prospective team. Any coach who is ejected shall be released from the Tri-County Youth Football & Cheerleading Conference. Any coach that receives an unsportsmanline conduct penalty will be suspended for the following game of his/her prospective team. A game, being a regular four (4) quarter game, excluding Jamboree. The names of all ejected player, cheerleaders, and coaches must be called into the TCYFCC President following the same schedule as reporting scores. The names shall then be forwarded to the League Representatives who will notify the next opponent of the said team. Failure to report ejected players, cheerleaders or coaches by the League President of perspective League will result in all games played since the ejection to be forfeited. Any player, coach, Executive Board Member, or League Representative being ejected from two (2) games in a single season shall be released from the Tri-County Youth Football & Cheerleading Conference. 

5. Special meetings may be called at any time at the request of any Executive Board Member or League Representative. The member requesting the Special Meeting should secure a Meeting Place and Time and inform the Secretary of such information. Members should be given at least 24 hours notification of said meeting, EXCEPT in circumstances which will not permit this time restraint.

6. A protest shall be submitted within forty-eight (48) hours in writing to the TCYFCC Executive Board and League Representatives with a $25.00 fee which will be returned only if the protest is upheld.

7. A $250 penalty will be excessed to a league if the league does not work their assigned time sessions at a TCYFCC special event.







Article XI Games

1. Game times will be Saturday mornings: 9:00 am. Sophomores, with all other games  to start immediately following the proceeding game10:30 am Juniors and 12:00PM Seniors. If additional games are required, they will begin 1.5 hours after the start of the preceding game. If unforeseen change arises then the game time will be changed to 4:00pm with approval from opposing team

A. Each League President must obtain approval from the TCYFCC Executive Board a minimum of twenty-four 48 hours prior to game time except in the case of severe weather.

2. Games that are postponed for valid reasons must be played the following Sunday, Monday, or Tuesday, weather and field availability permitting.

A. If a game is not made up or rescheduled by the following Sunday, Monday, or Tuesday and weather was good and field was available, then the TCYFCC Executive Board will intervene and reschedule the game(s) to begin no earlier than 6:00 pm.
B. Should a team choose not to participate, then a forfeit will be granted to the opposing team.
C. Any referee fees will be charged to the forfeiting team.
D. If both teams forfeit, then any referees fees will be divided between the two leagues.
3. Length of games will be:
MidgetsSophomores	4 Quarters, 8 Minute Quarters
CricketJuniorss	4 Quarters, 8 Minute Quarters
TermitesSeniors	4 Quarters, 8 Minute Quarters


4. Overtime will be conducted as stated in the Alabama High School Athletic Association (AHSAA) with the following exceptions:

A. In League Games, after three (3) overtime periods if the score remains tied, the game shall be declared a tie ball game.
B. In Post-Season (Play-Offs or Tie-Breakers) games, the Teams will continue to play until there is a winner.

5. Game Ball may be rubber or leather. It shall be “Official Brown” with white stripes. The following sizes for each group are listed below:
Sophomore – K-2 / Peewee
Junior – Size 6 or “Junior” or Peewee
Seniors – Size 6 or “Junior”

6. BLOW OUT GAME: At any point in a game when either team’s score reaches 21 points more than the opposing team, the clock shall be put into motion until time runs out. The only exceptions will be that the clock shall be stopped for time-outs and injuries on the fields.

7. At the end of the Regular Season, all teams will participate in the Play-Offs. All Teams will be seeded by their regular season record.

A. In the first round of playoffs: (#1 versus #8) (#2 versus #7) (#3 versus #6) (#4 versus #5).
B. In the second round: Winner of (#1 versus #8) plays winner of (#4 versus #5). Winner of (#2 versus #7) plays Winner of (#3 versus #6).---BASED ON NUMBER OF TEAMS
C. Winners play for the Championship.

8. The Home Team Presidents will be responsible for reporting scores of the games played each Saturday night to the TCYFCC Chairperson before 5:00 pm on Sunday following the game. Any Home Team President who does not turn in scores by 5:00 pm will be charged a $20.00 penalty per incident.

9. Each Home team is responsible for having at least (2) two law enforcement uniformed officers present. 


Article XII Season

1. No Football team shall begin practice prior to the August 1st or continue past 12/31 of the season for that team. Practice shall consist of any coach being present when two or more of his/her players/cheerleaders, practicing their designated sports. Three (3) evaluation days are allowed prior to August 1st.

2. Conditioning is allowed 14 days prior to August 1st. This is not mandatory.


3. There will be NO CONTACT and helmets must be worn.

4. For football players, only shorts, shirts, cleats and helmets can be worn. No blocking dummies, footballs only.

5. If a league is found in violation of the No Contact rule as stated in line 3, that league will face the Following disciplinary action.

A. The team or teams found in violation of the No Contact rule will be banned from post season play for the 1st offense.
B. If the same league is found in violation a 2nd time of the No Contact rule, the entire league to include cheer and football will be banned from post season play.


Article XIV Attire

1. The Home Team is required to ensure contrasting jersey color.

2. Game Jerseys: Game Jerseys WILL NOT BE SWITCHED. Any jersey lost, forgotten or torn must be reported to the opposing coach IMMEDIATELY!

3. Rubber cleat shoes or tennis shoes with a one-piece sole are the only type of shoes permitted.
Removable cleats are illegal. Shoes must be worn except while kicking.

4. All football players are required to wear a mouthpiece at all times. 

5. Regular Season (These rules apply to all cheerleaders during the regular season. Competition rules will vary for COMPETIOION ONLY. See Article XVII): 

Cheerleaders must wear Cheerleading attire (including bloomers) and soft-soled tennis shoes or cheerleading shoes at all times.

a. Wearing socks and/or tights only is prohibited.
b. Cheerleaders are prohibited from wearing jewelry. 
c. Medical alert tags must be taped to the body.
d. Hair must be fashioned so that it is out of each participant’s face and does not cause a potential stunting hazard.





Article XV
Football Rules – Additional

1. The following rules are in addition to the Alabama High School Athletic Association (AHSAA). When there is a conflict between the High School Athletic Association (AHSAA) rules and the TCYFCC rules, the TCYFCC rules will be used.

2. All offensive linemen must wear a bright colored armband which is 3 to 5 inches wide where it can be seen in order to restrict the player to line play. A penalty of pass interference/illegal man down field to the offensive team will be assessed if a team attempts a pass and the offensive linemen do not have armbands on.

3. MIDGETSSOPHOMORES ONLY:
A. During the MidgetSophomores game, one coach may be on the field with their team during play. Once the offensive team has left the huddle, neither the offensive nor defensive coach may interfere or call attention to give any further instructions to his player, sideline coaches, and officials. This is an unsportsmanlike conduct penalty and will be penalized as such. 1st offense will be a warning 2nd offense will be an unsportsmanlike conduct and enforced. Two unsportsmanlike conduct penalties the head coach will be ejected from the game. The coach must stand in the center of the field at least five (5) yards behind the player(s) furthest from the line of scrimmage.
B. No Football player can break the huddle early. If any one person leaves the huddle, then the huddle is considered broken. At that point there shall be NO more communications to include talking, touching, or coaching. No electronic devices are allowed on the field.
C. In the MidgetsSophomores Division only a defensive player (nose guard) is not allowed to lineup over the offensive team center. This is an unsportsmanlike conduct penalty and will be penalized as such. First offense will be a warning, second offense will be an unsportsmanlike conduct and enforced. Two unsportsmanlike conduct penalties, the head coach will be ejected from the game.


4.  If a TermiteSeniors or CricketJuniorss Team is down to 10 or 12 football players, they may pull up from the lower team (TermitesSeniors pull from CricketJuniors/CricketJuniors pull from MidgetsSophomores) enough football players to consist of fourteen (14) players. The maximum number of players that may be pulled up is four (4). Football players pulled up will be allowed to play with their own team proceeding and following the pull up. This rule applies each week as may be necessary.

5. The following rule shall be in addition to the Alabama High School Athletic Association rules.

E. In the event of a safety, the defense is awarded 2 points. The ball is punt by the offensive team on their 20. The Defense then takes over where the play ends. Since there
is no punting with the Midgets and Crickets, ,start at the 20-yard line, walk off 20-yard punt, this places the ball on the 40 and the opposing team takes over on the offensive downs.

Article XVIII
Criteria for Hosting Special Events

1. All TCYFCC Special Events such as Jamboree’s, Cheer Competition, Play-Offs and Championship Games will be in a stadium. The field shall include Barrier fence (wire) enclosing the field. A secure area (ticket booth) for the sale of tickets must be provided.

2. The stadium (seating area and playing field) must be totally enclosed so the fans must use the gate to gain entrance to the stadium. This will ensure having large events in a secure environment that TCYFCC and Hosting Leagues will be able to control, plus having adequate seating and parking for these events.

3. 	All special events will be on a rotating basis using the Rotation Chart at the end of the Constitution/By-Laws. Should a League not have the adequate facilities. (i.e. seating, restroom facilities parking, etc...) to hold an event or doesn’t feel that they wish to take on such an undertaking
the TCYFCC Executive Board will decide the location of this event.
