Athletic Commissioner Report – QVDA AGM

Thursday, September 9, 2021

Wolseley Town Hall

1. Welcome back everyone! Thank you to you as QVDA-School representatives for taking the time to support athletics and activities within our schools and District. I as you do, hope that we will get back to as normal a time as possible in our delivery of athletics within our schools, as they are so important to the well being of students, staffs and communities.

Its with cautious optimism that we will continue to move forward with the planning of our activities this Fall. I am hopeful and excited about our return to sport and will attempt to operate as best as possible to providing the communication, scheduling and support for our sporting events throughout the Fall and hopefully throughout our school year.

2. Organizational Structure and Issues 

· A recent request for an update on the school Athletic Director was emailed out, and there are still several school – PVSD and Independent schools needing to respond. Please provide the update, whether a new or current AD, to Liz Kozma (iz.kozma@pvsd.ca) ASAP so we can update the PVSD AD Distribution List. Thank you!

· The majority of my communication will go through the schools’ Athletic Director, as appointed by the schools.

· PVSD Athletic Directors are a defined distribution group in the PVSD email address book and includes independent schools that have provided the AD contact info. If administrators wish to also be in this distribution list, please let me know and I will get you added to it.

· Please ask coaches to send out tournament requests directly to schools using this AD email distribution list!

· Specific forms of intent to enter were designed to include participation in league and / or championship playoffs.

· Once the schedule is created and shared, communication between scheduled teams should occur at least 2 days prior to scheduled game to ensure details of arrival time, departure time schedule, cancellation, etc. is provided. Communication between all is crucial. Schools not showing up for scheduled events impact so many. One email or phone call can be so helpful!

4. Coaching Education 

· All PVSD and SHSAA coaches must have Respect in Sport / Concussion Protocol. At least one coach must have Safe Contact for tackle football training. Certificates for each course taken should be registered with the SHSAA (high Schools) and with your school administrators. Please keep these certificates/certificate numbers files for future reference.

· Any non faculty staff not previously approved by school, PVSD, or SHSAA must also do Fundamentals in Coaching.

5. Extra Curricular Athletics Celebration & Communications

· Promoting and celebrating positive achievements is a huge goal of our director and school division. Let’s celebrate the success of our students, staffs, and communities by sharing the achievements obtained in our schools. Please send information and lots of pictures to communications@pvsd.ca. However, also be reminded of the need to honor privacy and release of information. Please ensure propriety and protocol in sharing such achievements
6. School Academic / Athletic Values, Beliefs, and Philosophy
In addition to fully participating in the academic program, all students are encouraged to participate in athletics. The athletic experience is an essential part of many students’ overall education. Athletics plays a significant role in developing positive self-esteem and a sense of well-being. To this end, the goal at every level of athletics is to strive for excellence. Student growth and development is positively impacted when students engage in a strong academic program and participate in a strong athletic program.  

While learning fair play, teamwork and self-discipline, student-athletes must be challenged at the level or skill they bring to the sport. Student-athletes, male and female, shall be afforded the opportunity to participate at the most appropriate level to achieve optimal person growth. Student-athletes must have the opportunity to develop their skills and reach their maximum potential in a well-coached environment.  
The athletic program must be flexible and reflect PVSD’s vision, mission, values, and culture in order to address the needs of PV’s entire student population. Athletics is to teach appropriate skills and values, and an appreciation of other’s skills and contributions, commitment towards a common goal, and enjoyment in physical activity.  Athletics is to promote physical and mental health and contribute to improved social interactions. Athletics is to nurture friendships where one might not expect it and foster a sense of pride that lasts far beyond life at school.

The QVDA Constitution reflects this in its promotion of athletics:

ARTICLE II     OBJECTIVES same as the SHSAA

A) To encourage the integration of sport activity with other portions of the school program.

B) To encourage schools to provide a variety of sports activity programs for their students.

C) To encourage, plan, supervise and administer the inter-school and district competitions.

D) To encourage the development of citizenship, good sportsmanship and athletic skills.

E) To encourage schools to adopt a varied athletic program for their students by restricting play to the recognized school sport season.

F) To encourage participation by students in a wide variety of inter-school athletics as representatives of their school and to discourage all-star competitions.

G) To provide training and upgrading for coaches and officials through clinics.

7. General reminders:

· School instructional time is crucial. Please balance the times as best as possible. Administrators have the last say on departure time.

· Bus travel is still the safest way to go. Bus drivers and buses are at a premium.

· Coaching and team travel are recognized in APM 2400. Please review this document for clarification of protocols and procedures for team travel. Forms for travel are found in APM 2400.1 and APM 2400.2 and should be completed well in advance of any travel scheduled.

· PVSD established a fund to help cover possible levels for SHSAA Conference, regional and provincial play.  This fund is for High School only!

· This covers team transportation for players only. 

· Accommodation and meals are the player’s expense.

· Coaches’ expenses follow PVSD LINC guidelines. 

· There is a chart that is used to clarify want is paid. (Extracurricular manual)

· PVSD League play is for fun and development only. 

· No officials can be paid cash or cheque directly. All payments must be invoiced by the school to QVOA. (Insite)

8. Central Equipment Fund

· Submit all equipment and uniform requests by administrator through CEF 

· Submissions reviewed by accounting, then referred to the PVSD Athletic Commissioner for review and approval.

· Accountant has final say on when final official approval is given.

· Follow-up with accounting 30 days after reviewed with accounting.
