GEORGIA USAG COMMITTEE MEETING NOTES – June 13,2021 at 5pm

· Michelle started the meeting by welcoming Juan Pablo Monterroso to the board. His term will start on July 1, 2021. He is replacing Marian Dykes who is retiring from the board as the education coordinator.
· Michelle forwarded the confidentiality forms to each of us. They need to be filled out and returned to her as soon as possible. We were reminded that everything that is discussed in the committee meetings is considered confidential until it is released in writing.
· The State Clinic will be held on Saturday, June 19, 2021, and there are about 150 people registered. Members of the board who can help, should let Michelle know when they are available. Those helping in the morning should arrive around 7:30am. 
· Michelle expressed some concern about fitting the competitors into one weekend for the Fall State Meet. She will send out a survey to try to get an idea about how many kids and teams will be participating in the fall season. She also suggested the idea of possibly moving the Xcel Bronze competitors back to the spring season in the future.
· Marian Dykes has been serving as the CPE coordinator, but with her departure from the board, it was proposed that the job be transferred to the NAWGJ board.

· We currently have about $120,000 currently in the bank, however there are still quite a few invoices for regional leotards that need to be paid.
· Before awarding the State Meets for the 2021-2022 season, Michelle let us know that the state meets for the previous year were profitable.
· The following state meets were awarded without a vote as there was only one bid for each meet:
· Fall Compulsory State 2021 – Roswell at Roswell Gymnastics
· Level 7/8 State 2022 – Top Notch at Mountain View HS
· Xcel State 2022 – GAA at Lakepoint
· There was a motion to award the Level 6/9/10 State Meet 2022 to Ultimate Gymnastics at Mountain View HS. However, should the contract with Mountain View fall through, the meet would need to go out for bid as it was felt that Tucker Recreation was not an appropriate location for the Level 6/9/10 State Meet.

· Next there was a discussion about how to handle the placing of meets on the Georgia USAG calendar both for NGA and for meets hosted in Georgia by gyms and organizations not located in Georgia. Placing AAU Meets on the calendar is different because AAU has representation on the USAG National Board and is considered a partner with USAG and not a direct competitor. NGA is in direct competition with USAG and has a stated purpose to replace USAG. Michelle will reach out to other states and bring it up to the Regional Board about how to handle the situation. As a Georgia USAG Board, it is our responsibility to support and protect our Georgia USAG members.
· There was a discussion about leaving the head tax at $1 or going back to $2 as we had prior to the pandemic. It was decided that we will leave the head tax at $1 for another year, and revisit it again next year. No vote was needed as no change is being made for the 2021-2022 season.
· Michelle brought up the idea of hosting a Betsy’s Bootcamp in Georgia this fall, but it was decided that everyone is just too busy with the new compulsories and the Olympic boost to participate this fall. Instead, we would like to consider this for summer 2022.
· Discussion was held about the idea of starting a scholarship program. As a state, we continue to have a healthy bank account, and there was a lot of support for the idea of setting money aside each year for some type of scholarship program. We would need specific guidelines for application and awarding of the scholarships, and it will need to be maintained and administered ongoing. We will continue to discuss this, and work toward making it happen.
· A motion was made to donate $5000 to the Tim Rand fund:

· We took time at the end of the meeting to thank and recognize Marian Dykes for the many years she has served as a member of the Georgia USAG Board with a gift.
· After a brief discussion, it was decided that we will switch team awards at the state meets from banners to plates for the upcoming season.
