
Hello 320 families,  
As the start of the season draws near it is time to go over the mandatory volunteer hours and how to go 
about signing up for them. For those new to the program, the 320 program operates a lot like Little 
League and Junior Little League (or as it was known Pony League) in that everything is run by the parents. 
Each family is responsible for 60 volunteer hours during the season and 20 hours for any tournaments. 
Those 60 hours can fulfilled in a number of different ways. You can sign up for individual shifts for the 
games YOUR Player will be playing in. For example each home game has approximately 9 different 
volunteer slots, with each slot offering different hours, with additional slots available for double headers. 
PLEASE ONLY SIGN UP FOR SHIFTS IN THE GAMES YOUR PLAYER WILL BE PLAYING IN.  If you are 
not sure which team your player will be on the individual team rosters will be announced in the next day 
or two.  
 
There are a few other ways to fulfill your volunteer hours outside of the home games. You can get 
volunteer hours for driving the shuttle bus to the away games, and operating Game Changer for those 
away games. We will also be having 3 different fundraisers during the season, Run with the Stars 5k, 
Swing for the Stars golf tournament & a concert (Flannel on the Field), which will have opportunities to 
obtain volunteer hours.  
 
To sign up for volunteer hours for the home and away games (Game Ghanger only) find the Dibs button on

Once you click on Dibs button it will take you to the Available Sessions (ie home and away games along

Select the game in which you want to volunteer for. Inside that game you will see the different volunteer 
opportunities. You will see more opportunities for the double headers since you can get hours for working

Click on the item you want to sign up for and then click on the button titled “Claim this Dib item” (see 
below). The credit value is how many volunteer hours you will be given for fulfilling that particular slot.  
 



 
 
When the game is over and you have fullifed your commitment you go back into this section and there will 
be a button to click on to finish your commitment.  
 
We will be hosting 3 tournaments this year the Jim Scull, BH Classic and the Jr State Legion tournament. 
Signing up for those will be the same process.   
 
The away games will only have the game changer opportunity to sign up for.  If you wish to volunteer to 
drive the shuttle bus you will need to contact Angie Bohling, who is the volunteer hours coordinator. Her 
contact info will be at the end of this email.  You will be given volunteer hours for what the drive time is to 
get there and the drive back. For example if the games are in Cheyenne WY that is approximately a 4 ½ 
hour drive, so you would be given 9 volunteer hours. Plus if there is an overnight stay we will pay for your 
hotel room. Keep in mind you will need a CDL with a Passenger endorsement (P) if you wish to drive the 
shuttle bus, which we will reimburse you for. Please let me know if you are interested and we can 
discusscthe details.    
 
Every year our Stars have a home and away series with Post 22. When the game is hosted at our facility 
families from the Shooters and Risers will be expected to cover those shifts. We want our varsity parents 
to sit back and try to relax during that big game. This has been an ongoing tradition for many years and 
those varsity parents who have come up through the ranks have put in their time during that game.  Also 
from past experiences having workers under the age of 18 during that game has been an issue. We would 
prefer if you are going to volunteer to work a shift during that game it be someone over 18.   



 
There will be more information to come out later if you wish to volunteer for hours during the Run with 
the Stars 5k, Swing for the Stars golf tournament & the concert (Flannel on the Field) fundraisers.
