Athletic Commissioner’s Report

QVDA Executive Meeting

Wednesday, October 5th, 2022

Indian Head High School

For this month’s QVDA Executive Meeting report, I would like to present the following:

1. QVDA and SHSAA

· The Athletic Directors Distribution List was once again updated and used to replace the 2021-22 existing one. Once again, it has been interesting getting a full degree of cooperation on submissions from schools. But this has finally been completed and updated. The Distribution List on the PVSD website addressed to AD’s includes many principals and all school AD’s from PVSD and Independent schools within QVDA.
· A reminder that communication with the SHSAA and our Athletic Directors has been agreed to be handled by our President, Trevor V. Any / all information sent to QVDA for the association and the school AD’s is communicated to them through our President.
· Are there any suggestions for the MAP Grant application you would see needed that can be included in the application? I am suggesting that two more timers for cross country be incorporated in the application, as having such would help the event.
2. Flag Football & Senior Football
· There were limited teams this year participating in the League. In the league, there were 8 schools participating, with IHHS also creating 2 teams to participate (making it 9 teams participating). There were 4 league dates used for the 6 teams to participate in.

· The annual Flag Football Jamboree will again be hosted by Indian Head High School, Saturday, October 15th with 10 schools participating and involving 12 teams (2 schools had two teams). 

· The jamboree will be put out for a ‘Bid to Host’ for next year as there are a couple of schools interested in hosting this event.

· Thanks to Tim Klein, the Broncs football team, their football parent association and the whole community for hosting the event and running the canteen once again this coming year. 

· High School football is underway and is progressing relatively well this year Playoffs will be starting shortly.

3. District Cross Country

· Hosted at Echo Valley Provincial Park (EVPP) on Monday, October 3rd, after producing the application form, submitting it and communicating various aspects on the application prior to its approval. A host from the Central Zone of our QVDA was to act as the event’s commissioner, and disappointingly, no one stepped up to oversee this. As a result, I took on the role of event commissioner with the help of Bruce Royer, who looked after the technical aspect of the registration and spreadsheets. 

· I would ask the QVDA executive to consider the approval of an honorarium of $200 for the recognition of the work carried out by Bruce Royer. 

· Set-up occurred on the Sunday, October 2nd, with help of Leila Brodner, Jordyn Leib, Jolene Bowe and Ryan Harding. A huge thanks to the three for all the Sunday set up help!

· The actual event took place on Monday, October 3rd, and ran relatively smooth and went very well. Numbers were good, with 21 schools taking part in the event. Thanks to Ryan Harding and Leila Brodner for their help in the organization of the day. Thanks to the coaches as they did a great job supporting the various tasks required to have this event run smoothly.

· Participating in the QVDA Cross-Country Districts included 22 schools involving a total of 119 runners in eight events (four categories x male/female).  

· Ran into a few issues with the event. Namely, some challenges in getting the schools to get their students registered. Our last registrations occurred Friday, September 30th, a week later that requested. We got all of the schools’ students registered for the event. Also some challenges with the age categories being set-up, but this was overcome with a change in the coding of the program. A minor issue.

· The EVPP was cleaned after the event as all markings (stakes, tape, ropes, wire markers) used for the event were gathered as was any garbage discovered in the area.

· QVDA may use the same location at Echo Valley Provincial Park, as per QVDA, for District Cross Country next year. Communication with the Echo Valley Provincial Park will need to occur to see if things can be adjusted and problems overcome. 

4. Golf

· Golf went well this year, but numbers were lower this year than last (26 entries – 24 male/2 female from 35 last year).  There were many golfers involved in a few football games, which created some conflicts again. Something to consider for future years would be to either move the golf to earlier in the week (Maybe to a Wednesday (difficult due to typically held special days such as the men’s day or women’s day) or if there is a way to make sure football can’t be scheduled on district day. Difficult to move football as schedules are made by SHSAA but a possible request to them to have a bye week or to look to a Friday for this particular week, determined for golf. Otherwise, great day of golf!

· These individuals attended the SHSAA Provincial Championships, held at the Jackfish Lake Golf Course, September 23-24. Top results for QVDA included Nessah Hamilton finishing 4th in the Female division and Wyatt Frei finishing 14th in the Boys division.
· Jr. Golf Districts were amalgamated to one District playoff this year due to lower numbers from last year in each of east and west and challenges securing a course in the west section. Having only one district golf really increased participant numbers as compared to last year and put the numbers in line with pre-covid entries.  We had 44 golfers from 10 schools.  The Districts had beautiful weather and had an awesome day of good sportsmanship and golfing.  A decision will need to be made for the future, as to whether there be one or two locations to be used for the Junior Districts.

· This year there were 8 medals available for distribution. However, there was suggestions for the recognition of top male, top female and top team. Therefore, there did not appear to be enough medals available for these awards. For next year, QVDA needs to determine what medals are to be awarded so the appropriate numbers are available for each. Is QVDA doing top school team?

· Thanks to Jenna Sparvier and her volunteers to act as the Commissioner for both golf events held in Whitewood this year!

5. Volleyball


· Intent to Participate form was sent out to start the season near the beginning of the school calendar, with the request to return the form occurring the first week of operations within the schools. I anticipate there will be some that are late arriving, and I try to chase these. 

· Using the Intent forms, schedules were built for each of the Leagues – Elementary, Junior, and Senior Boys and Girls. These were sent out. However, this is always an interesting process, and admittedly, a frustrating one. Over the early course of the Schedule developments, there were six different changes made to the various leagues’ schedules, affecting the start-up. Additional teams were putting forth their requests to participate or deciding they could not field a team and dropping out of the league. This once again, lead to changes to the schedules involved in such requests. This caused some challenges for some schools’ coaches, who did not want to change their schedule. I hope things have worked out for them.

· Teams this year involved in League play include:

a. Elementary Girls – 10, now 9

b. Elementary Boys – 6

c. Junior Girls – 16, now 18

d. Junior Boys – 13, now 12

e. Senior Girls – 11

f. Senior Boys - 9

· Playoffs for the junior girls’ and boys’ volleyball will be held at Kakisiwew School with Andrew Daniels acting as the events’ commissioner. Kakisiwew School submitted their bid to host both on Saturday, October 29th. The Elementary Boys District championship will be held at Balgonie Elementary School and the Girls Elementary District will be held at Wolseley School (using Dr. Isman Elementary School for a second court) on Saturday, November 5th. Officials are being arranged through Regina for these two championships. Thanks to Kayla Vargo for helping to set up officials for the playoff tournaments.
6. SHSAA MAP Grant Application – each year this request is completed for the SHSAA in order to access additional funding for QVDA use to support operations, purchases and projects. MAP Grants Application have been started and will be completed and submitted to the SHSAA by this year’s due date, near the end of October. I need ideas of what our District requires. This is always a challenge to include requests that I am not aware of or have no thought. Please let’s discuss this and get some ideas. Thoughts? 
7. Basketball

Once the volleyball is completed, I will be sending out the Intent to Participate forms for schools to consider their extra-curricular commitment for basketball. Leagues will be set up once the responses are in / I have reached out to non-responding schools. Playoff dates will be scheduled in.

I have enjoyed the tasks associated with the Athletic Commissioner role this year. It continues to have challenges, but I  have managed to get through them.
