Members asked her about how many hours per week she thought it 

amounted to.  Based on her estimates a motion was made to pay her a salary of 

3,500.00 annually.

He reported 

that he has been communicating with his counterparts in Northwood, and that some 

scheduling issue will be resolved shortly.  Irvine stated further that he’ll update President 

Kraft what the final outcomes are.
