7. Attendees/Spectators – currently the plan is no spectators at competitions
a. Is there a way we can live stream the sporting events so people can watch?
b. Could we use a tool like Huddl where you can post video of the game?
c. Could we put a wide-angle camera in the gym or on the field and just record a whole game and then post it?
d. Arden will ask at work if they have recommendations on video products we could research to be able to film competitions and share
e. Seems likely that parents would pay for a service to see their athletes participate this year

8. Senior Night/Week
a. Everyone agreed that a larger school-wide effort to celebrate this year’s seniors is a good idea, even though traditionally it is handled by individual teams
b. A gathering seems too risky, so we will plan a Virtual Senior Athlete Celebration with 2 components:
i. Senior Athlete Slideshow – to be created by RAB and a link sent out school-wide (perhaps using RHS eNews)
ii. Krissy Grey – will get a list of the senior athletes from Ryan Sherlock
