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Other runners included
Andrew Frase in 76th (118th)
in 17:52 and Thomas Binns
79th (17:54).

All-in-all, it was a great day
for the Hartford program,
which was making its first
trip to state since 1974.

Schoemann wasn’t sure
about the race tactics at the
beginning but was very
pleased with them by the end.

“At around the half-mile
mark, I looked around and we
were just in front of the back
golf cart (they are used to
both lead and trail the field
for its protection),” he said.
“The plan to start slow and
steady was smart because
this course is so deceiving.
You start out so easy (on a
long, flat surface), but the end
is just awful (with rolling
hills).

“In the end, it wasn’t all
according to plan, but it real-
ly worked. It was just awe-
some to be here. We’ve been
talking about doing this for
the last three years and to
pull it off like this is just
nuts. To go from not being at
state for nearly 50 years to
doing this.

“Wow.”
The efforts of the Orioles

were noticed by North Shore
rival West Bend West, which
finished a better-than-expect-
ed 15th at state with 354
points. Spartans coach Scott
Hammer nodded his head in

approval of the Hartford
showing.

“Hats off to those guys,”
Hammer said. “They (the
Orioles) ran a fantastic race.
The way they moved up from
the first mile to the second
mile to the finish was impres-
sive. It’s great to see a fellow
conference team finish in the
top 10 like that.”

Hammer was also
impressed with his team’s
solid effort. The Spartans
were projected to finish 18th
but were able to move a few
spots with sound help from
senior leader Sam Schreiber,
who led the way in 24th (38th
overall) in 16:50.

“I can’t say enough about
what Sam did,” Hammer
said. “He was technically
very effective and moved up
every mile.”

Other scoring runners for
West included Nathan But-
ters 46th (76th) in 17:24, Joe
Prasch 85th (129th) in 17:57,
Andrew Hartzell 98th (144th)
in 18:08 and Kyler Fuchs 101st
(147th) in 18:13.

Also running were Quinlin
Ehlke 104th (150th) in 18:14
and Carson Hammer 116th
(163rd) in 18:25.

“I thought it was a sound
effort,” Coach Hammer said.
“We had only three guys
(Fuchs, Butters and Prasch)
who had run on the course
before. The guys had a really
good time, which was impor-
tant, because the hard part
was getting here.

“Once you’re here, you just
focus and enjoy the
moment.”

D1 boys state meet was East’s
Thomas Conklin who was an
impressive 33rd in the 187-
runner field in 16:43. He was
40th in the pandemic-modi-
fied state meet in 2020.
Neenah’s Austin Henderson

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It’s life changing. Ever since
then, been able to play with
Peyton Manning, DeMarcus
Ware, Champ Bailey, Brian
Dawkins, Tim Tebow. It’s
still kind of hard to put into
words.’’ 

The Rams summed it up
quite succinctly.  

‘‘We’re all in,’’ the Rams (7-
1) tweeted along with a
meme of actor John
Malkovich splashing the pot
at the poker table. 

And it looks as though the
Broncos (4-4) are folding
their hand. 

With Miller watching from
the sideline because of a
sprained ankle he said
should be fine by next week-
end, the Broncos edged
Washington 17-10 Sunday,
narrowly avoiding their first
winless October since 1967.  

But it took two defensive
stops in the final minute
because the Broncos bun-
gled their last possession fol-
lowing safety Justin Sim-
mons’ seemingly game-seal-
ing end zone interception
with 49 seconds left. 

In between Teddy Bridge-

water inexplicably throwing
an incompletion to stop the
clock with 32 seconds left
and saving Washington a
timeout, the Broncos fum-
bled twice, losing the second
one at their 24 with 21 sec-
onds remaining. 

That served as a fitting
farewell to Miller, who never
got back to the playoffs with
Denver after leading their
Super Bowl parade. 

Plagued by instability at
quarterback, unimaginative
offensive play-calling, draft
busts and free-agent flops,
the once-proud franchise is
mired in one of its longest
runs of mediocrity since the
1960s.  

‘‘This team, they’re going
to start winning soon,’’
Miller said. ‘‘I wanted to be a
part of it to fix it.’’ 

Miller joins a Rams team
that’s tied with the Packers
and Cardinals for the NFL’s
best record at 7-1. But the
path to the Super Bowl — at
the Rams’ home, SoFi Stadi-
um in Inglewood, California
— appears much rockier in
the NFC with Dallas at 6-1
and defending champion
Tampa Bay sitting at 6-2. 

Only one team in the AFC
has more than five wins:
Tennessee is 6-2 but just lost
cornerstone Derrick Henry

to a foot injury. The Rams
host the Titans on Sunday
night. 

Miller expects to step right
into the Rams lineup after
missing his final Broncos
game with a sprained left
ankle. 

‘‘I was close last week,’’ he
said.  

Miller, who’s in the final
year of his contract, was
sidelined all of last year
with a dislocated ankle ten-
don. He had a splashy come-
back, winning the AFC
Defensive Player of the
Month honor in September. 

Despite a quiet October —
save for guaranteeing he
was going to destroy Cleve-
land’s offensive line —
Miller was still considered a
gem for contenders as Tues-
day’s trade deadline
approached. 

Miller’s departure means
kicker Brandon McManus is
the only remaining member
of the 2015 team that won
the franchise’s third Super
Bowl thanks to Miller’s
memorable performance
that cemented his legacy as
one of his generation’s top
pass rushers. 

Miller was rewarded with
a record six-year, $114.1 mil-
lion contract that pays him
$17.5 million this season.  

Had the Broncos held on to
Miller and let him leave in
free agency after the season,
they best they could have
netted was a fifth-round
compensatory pick in 2022. 

In LA, Miller joins fellow
stars Donald and Ramsey,
the type of talent he hasn’t
had around him since the
Broncos were regular Super
Bowl threats during Man-
ning’s four seasons in Den-
ver from 2012-15. 

Moreover, former Broncos
and Rams defensive coordi-
nator Wade Phillips said
Miller is a better fit in L.A.’s
version of the 3-4 defensive
scheme and should shine in
sunny California. 

Miller, 32, has mused all
year about wanting to play
several more seasons
whether in Denver or else-
where. He recently became a
father and said he wants his
boy to see him play in a few
years. 

He repeatedly refused to
fret over his football future,
saying he was ‘‘at peace‘‘
with whatever happens. 

‘‘Somebody told me once if
you want to make God laugh,
then make plans,’’ Miller
said before rolling up his
window. ‘‘Had a lot of beau-
tiful years here. Have a lot of
great memories here.’’

I was as fortunate as
you can be to manage that
team but there comes a time
when you know it doesn’t go
forever.’’
