Important paperwork needed for football certification
 
Parents, please upload to your child's Sports Engine account the following documents:
· a copy of your child's birth certificate. This has to be the official state copy not the hospital birth record. 
· a copy of your child's most recent grades. If your children attend school in the Kent School District, you can print their skyward profile as proof of what grade they just completed. If you do not have a skyward account, set up is simple. The Kent School district's skyward page could be down for maintenance. If you have tried it over the weekend, please try again on Monday and it should be working. 
 Why do we need these documents?
The league requires that we certify every player in order for them to be on the official rosters. In order for the board to be ready for certification, all documents must be uploaded by Wednesday, August 11. Football gear handout:
· Gear hand out will be done by teams this week starting on Tuesday, August 10. Please see the times and location below.
· Only players that are paid in full and are up to date on their payment plans will be issued gear. 
· The board has a process for handing out gear so we ask that parents bring their child to the gear hand out so you can check them in and sign for your child's gear. . 
· Parents or guardians are the only ones that can sign for the gear. If a player does not have their parent or guardian with them, they will need to pick up their gear at another time.   
· If your child's team is getting gear, they will not report to the field for practice that night. 
· Each player should receive: a helmet, shoulder pads, pants and mouth guard.  Game socks will be handed out at a later time. 
· If the gear does not fit, have your child see their coach the next night they have practice. 
· Players can wear a practice jersey or t-shirt over the pads for practices.
· Practice jerseys will be given to the football players as soon as they come in.

Weather:
