b) PVSD Athletic Commissioner’s Report – Dale Reed
1. Welcome back everyone! Thank you to you as QVDA-School representatives for taking the time to support athletics and activities within our schools and District. We see activities and events getting more and more back to as normal a time as possible in our delivery of athletics within our schools, as they are so important to the well being of students, staffs and communities. It is also great to see more schools signing up for activities than occurred last year. 

2. Organizational Structure and Issues 

· A recent request for an update on the school Athletic Director was emailed out, and there are still several school – PVSD and Independent schools needing to respond. Please provide the update, whether a new or current AD, to Liz Kozma (iz.kozma@pvsd.ca) ASAP so we can update the PVSD AD Distribution List. Thank you!

· The majority of my communication will go through the schools’ Athletic Director, as appointed by the schools.

· PVSD Athletic Directors are a defined distribution group in the PVSD email address book and includes independent schools that have provided the AD contact info. If administrators wish to also be in this distribution list, please let me know and I will get you added to it.

· Please ask coaches to send out tournament requests to participate or to ask for teams to participate directly to schools using this AD email distribution list! There are interests in cross-country events and in having exhibition games set up by schools, as example.

· Specific forms of intent to enter were designed to include participation in league and / or championship playoffs.

3. Activities on the Go!

· Intent to Participate have been sent out to the current AD Distribution List for Flag Football, Senior Golf, and Volleyball. Intent to Participate forms will be forwarded for Cross-Country, and Junior Golf shortly. For Cross-Country, there will be an online athlete input component to do, and this will be out soon as well. Due dates for each sport were included and the schedules for each league play will be developed ASAP and sent out to schools for their implementation. Any rescheduling to the schedule should be done among the schools involved, with the changes made forwarded to the Athletic Commissioner for his knowledge of the changes.  

· Football is also taking place in a few of our schools and is scheduled by SHSAA.

· There is interest of other schools to host this event and I will be asking for this interest for next year so we may be able to rotate this jamboree around to interested schools wanting to host.

· Junior Golf

· Intent to Participate due Wednesday, September 22nd;

· Thanks to Jenna Sparvier, Event Commissioner for hosting the Whitewood Junior Golf hosting and running the East Junior Districts. AGM will determine today if there is a west host or if there is only the one junior golf District.

· Volleyball

· Intent to Participate due Friday, September 2nd;

· League exhibition games to be scheduled following submissions;

· Junior Volleyball playoffs scheduled for Saturday, October 29th;

· Elementary Volleyball Playoffs scheduled for Saturday, November 5th.

· Please forward your Intent to Participate, with the listing of your school’s participants by each respective due date so the schedules and activities related to the sports can be set up ASAP. Please try to ensure your coaches are submitting the Intent forms by the due date and maybe a day later. I am chasing a number of schools for their forms or intentions. Thank you!

4. Once a schedule is created and shared, communication between scheduled teams should occur at least 2 days prior to scheduled game to ensure details of arrival time, departure time schedule, cancellation, etc. is provided. Communication between all is crucial. Schools not showing up for scheduled events impact so many. One email or phone call can be so helpful!
5. Extra Curricular Athletics Celebration & Communications

· Promoting and celebrating positive achievements is a huge goal of our director and school division. Let’s celebrate the success of our students, staffs, and communities by sharing the achievements obtained in our schools. Please send information and lots of pictures to communications@pvsd.ca. However, also be reminded of the need to honor privacy and release of information. Please ensure propriety and protocol in sharing such achievements
6. Central Equipment Fund

· Any equipment or uniform purchasing should be discussed / presented to your school administrator and then with your school’s associated superintendent. Quotes for such should also be gathered prior to presenting this request to the administrator and superintendent. All submissions of all equipment and uniform requests should then occur by your school’s administrator through CEF 

· Submissions will be reviewed by accounting, then referred to the school’s appointed superintendent for review and approval. The Athletic Commissioner is not involved any longer in this process.

· The PVSD accountant has final say on when final official approval is given.

· Please follow-up with the accounting department 30 days after reviewed with accounting.

7. The SHSAA will be hosting the 2nd Annual New AD Webinar on Tuesday, September 13th from 3:30 - 4:30pm.  SHSAA is targeting new Athletic Directors and those looking for a refresher.  AD's can sign up for the webinar by connecting with the SHSAA website and clicking on the appropriate link on their home page.

· Bus travel is still the safest way to go. Bus drivers and buses are at a premium. Please try to book your transportation in advance as much as possible to give some time to arrange possible busses for your use. 

· Coaching and team travel are recognized in APM 2400. Please review this document for clarification of protocols and procedures for team travel. Forms for travel are found in APM 2400.1 and APM 2400.2 and should be completed well in advance of any travel scheduled.

· PVSD established a fund to help cover possible levels for SHSAA Conference, regional and provincial play.  This fund is for High School only!

· This covers team transportation for players only. 

· Accommodation and meals are the player’s expense.

· Coaches’ expenses follow PVSD LINC guidelines. 

· There is a chart that is used to clarify want is paid. (Extracurricular manual)

· PVSD League play is for fun and development only. 

· No officials can be paid cash or cheque directly. All payments must be invoiced by the school to QVOA. (Insite). Please process these forms as soon as possible after games are completed.
