The event opened with women’s and men’s Giant Slalom races on
December 18. Overnight snowfall delivered classic “Panorama powder”,
but fresh conditions led to the cancellation of racing on December 19.
The second GS ran on December 20, followed by a clean, well-run

Our U16 athletes logged some early-season training days, and our FIS
athletes gained valuable race starts, and posted multiple finishes across
the event—an encouraging start to the year ahead.
