I believe this season we did the best
we could considering the circumstances. I hope that next season I can continue to push officials be the
best they can be by bringing back training clinic, in person seminars for the 1st year officials as well as
skating clinics.

I ended the season with 6 mentees still on my list as officials that will need a mentor at the start of next
season. That means that we graduated 36 of my 42 total in which I hope to see all these young officials
back next year.

WSOA will have some turn over this off season and will have the president position up. Ken Thielman
stepped into this role 2 years ago and has been a great asset to our association. Ken will not be
continuing his term and will be retiring from officiating to spend more time with his grandson! Thank
you, Ken, for all your hard work and dedication throughout the year.

This postseason has been great for District 5 officials we had 7 total officials working the High school state tournaments, 2 working a USA hockey National tournament and 12 working Minnesota hockey state tournaments. We have a great group of officials in District 5 and I am proud of each and every one of them for their dedication of the great game of hockey.
