NO PETS ALLOWED- UNLESS SERVICE ANIMALS WITH PAPERS
NO ALCOHOL OR TOBACCO INSIDE THE COMPLEX

NO Sunflower seeds in order to keep complex clean
Easton Hype Fire -5 is not allowed in any age

Coaches:

Check in at front gate to get coaches passes.

Turn in baseball roster at time of check in

3 coaches pass per team

Birth certificates required if challenged

Coin toss will determine home team & visiting team for pool play games
Following pool play home team in bracket play will be team with highest seed. If both teams
equal seed, then home team will be determined by coin flip

If teams playing in round robin bracket home team determined by coin flip

Home team will keep official score book & pitching for both teams.

Each team will furnish (2) quality tournament game balls for each game they play.
Sportsmanship will be enforced for all players, coaches and spectators.

Game Info:

8U Coach Pitch Rules
5-inning game

Run rules: 6 runs max per inning, 13 runs after 3 inning, 7 runs after 4 innings

A complete team is a minimum of ten (10) players at the start of a game. However, a team can
start a game with nine (9) players and take an automatic out for

the 10th batting spot. If a 10th player becomes available that player may take the place of the
automatic out. OK Kids substitution and re-substitution (re-entry) rules apply. If playing Ten
(10) players four (4) must be in the outfield.

Pitcher must pitch overhand from standing position on rubber

Pitcher can't talk to anyone while in fair territory

Team Line-ups; teams may bat a 9 or 10-player line-up; or continuous line-up of all players.
Line-up will be declared before game and used entire game.

5 pitches... if 5th (or more) pitch foul ball hitter gets another pitch (no intentional walks)
Bunting is allowed but no fake bunting

Base runner cannot leave base until batter has contacted ball



Play is stopped when lead runner has stopped advancing at the discretion of the umpire

If base runner has not passed line 1/2 the distance between bases when play is stopped, runner
must return to previous base

Outfielders must stand behind dirt infield in grass

Player/pitcher must stand (3) feet to left or right of pitching rubbers & he can't charge until
batter has contacted ball. Penalty: If ball is contacted fair, batter is awarded first base and all
runners awarded one base or the result of the play stands. Head coach of team batting has
discretion to select penalty option

Batter or base runners cannot advance on dropped 3rd strike, passed ball, wild pitch or throw
from catcher to pitcher following pitch

Pitching coach must exit fair territory after ball is hit and avoid contact... Penalty: runners return
to base they occupied as if a foul ball. Pitching coach interfering with player attempting to make
play will result in batter being out and no advancement by runners

No infield fly rule

9u & 10u divisions:

46FT PITCHING DISTANCE 70ft bases

5-innings OK Kids rules

Run rules: 6 runs max per inning, 13 runs after 3 innings, 7 runs after 4 innings

BMAC pitching rules: 15 outs per day, 9 outs max to pitch next day

9 outs or less on Saturday to Pitch 15 outs on Sunday

OK Kids rules: Player may not advance to first base if catcher drops 3 strike; batter is
out but ball in play & runners advance at own risk

11u& 12u divisions:

50FT PITCHING DISTANCE 70ft bases

6-inning game

Run rule 10 runs after 3 innings, 8 runs after 4 innings

20 runs anytime is mercy rule

BMAC pitching rules: 18 outs per day, 9 outs max to pitch next day

9 outs or less on Saturday to pitch 18 outs on Sunday

Team Line-ups; teams may bat a 9-player line-up; 10 player line-up using an extra hitter

13u&14u divisions:
60FT 6 INCHES PITCHING DISTANCE 90ft bases
-3 or -5 baseball bats



7-inning game

Run rule 10 runs after 3 innings, 8 runs after 4 innings

20 runs anytime is mercy rule

BMAC pitching rules: Full game of any length per day, 7 innings max per day (multiple
games), 5-inning max to pitch next day

For pitching totals 1-out equal 1/3 inning, 2-outs equals 2/3 inning & 3-outs equals full inning
No new inning will start after time expired

Pool play games tied after time limit or regulation innings will be considered tie game

Team Line-ups; teams may bat a 9-player line-up; 10 player line-up using an extra hitter (EH) or
continuous line-up of all players. Line-up will be declared before game and used entire game

Pool Play Tie Breaker Criteria (once advanced do not return to previous criteria):

Won / loss record

Tied teams’ vs each other (head to head)
More than 2-teams tied: average runs allowed
More than 2-teams tied; average runs scored
Coin Flip

Additional Rules / Complex Info:

Bat rules: Open tournaments will follow current OK Kids bat regulations
No metal cleats for ages 8u to 12u

Ages 13u & 14u allowed to wear traditional baseball cleats (exception: pitchers in 13u and 14u
divisions wear turf or tennis shoes due to portable mounds)

Pets not allowed (exception for service assisted dogs)

No smoking inside BMAC Complex area

No weapons allowed inside complex

No Alcohol allowed inside complex

Protest Fee: $100 cash; refunded if the protest is upheld, forfeited if lost.
Protest Procedure:

Declare protest to Umpire-in-Chief.

Notify Tournament Director (TD).

Pay fee if required.

Provide evidence (e.g., birth certificate copy for age/eligibility or pitching).
