1. Call to Order: President Brandon Schaefer called the meeting to order at 6:01pm
2. Approve Agenda:  Brent Kiker made a motion to approve the agenda; Kylene Schaefer seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
3. Approve Minutes: Mandy DeVriendt made a motion to approve the meeting minutes from the July Meeting; Brent Kiker seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
4. Financials: Angie Krueger sent out the financials for July.  Mandy DeVriendt made a motion to approve the July finances, Kylene Schaefer seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
5. Gambling Update: Reviewed July’s gambling finances, allowable expenses, lawful purpose expenditures, the check register and revenue report.  Of note, the accountant that was used to verify gambling finances has submitted her resignation.  At this time, the board felt comfortable with Janni managing the finances from gambling as many local organizations do not use an external accountant.  Angie Krueger made a motion to approve the monthly gambling finances; Sarah Qualey seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  
6. Delegates: None of the delegates had agenda items to discuss
7. New Business: 
a. Tryouts
· Evaluators- Steve Howard and 2 coaches (Robbie Murray and Al Rooney) will be assisting with try out evaluations.  A scoring sheet was developed for the evaluators to use to score each individual skater.  The board recommended to condense to one document for ease of documentation of evaluations.
b. Stanchions- Michelle Bumgardner made a motion to approve new stanchions for $80 for the Riverside concession stand.  Ashley McLaren seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
c. Girls Hockey – Try Hockey for Free for the girls event was a success.  25 girls attended, and 7 non-hockey players joined.  Discussion related to numbers at the girls level.  At this time, we have limited numbers of girls at the 12u level.  In addition, that level does not have a goalie.  Several options were discussed.  Mikayla Austin will reach out to associations in the area to see where girls numbers are at and what options we may have for our girls to continue skating with girls.  After we have some options, the association will hold a meeting for the individuals effected to discuss what options there are for each player.
d. Pink Games –Last year the association decided to hold on hosting a Pink Game as a fundraising event.  Ashley McLaren inquired as to whether or not we want to move forward with that this year and to look at scheduling.  Marty Clennon suggested that we consider Hockey Day in Austin as a different fundraiser with funds raised going towards Paint The Town Pink.  Ashley McLaren will look at potential dates and bring back to the board next month.  Once the date is solidified, we will encourage each team to invite a team to play in Austin.
e. Hormel Grant – Michelle Bumgardner will work to complete the grant for the Hormel Foundation.  The board suggested to apply for funds for equipment to continue to offer hockey as a sport for all those in our community. 
8. Old Business
a. Golf Tournament Updates – Andy Bang shared that the golf tournament raised close to $17,000.  Andy Bang thanked those who assisted to make it such a successful event.  The 20th annual golf tournament will be held on June 9th, 2025.
