
Diamond Bar Girls’ Softball Code of Conduct Policy 
(Managers, Coaches, Parents, Volunteers) 

Your children are participating in a youth sports program in the city of Diamond Bar. We are a 
community whose goals are to promote the self-esteem of all players just for participating, regardless 
of individuals' athletic ability or the final score of the athletic contest. Your roles as spectators have 
significant impacts upon the success of our program. Therefore, we need you to fully understand the 
standards of behavior which are detailed below. 

• Participants will not make negative comments about the game, officials, coaches, or 
players. Negative comments are destructive and can damage children's motivation and 
ruin their athletic experiences. 
• Coaching from the stands is not permitted, as it causes player confusion. 
• Participants will encourage all players by using only words of praise and will refrain 
from yelling. 
• Participants will place the emotional and physical well-being of the children ahead of 
their personal desire to win. 
• Participants will support the game officials at all times, even if they disagree with a 
call. Officials are there to ensure the game is safe, fun, and fair for the children playing. 
• Participants will support a sports environment for the children that is free from 
drugs, tobacco, and alcohol. They will refrain from using these substances at all games 
and events in the City of Diamond Bar or any parks hosting the Diamond Bar Girls 
Softball League. 
• Communication with the Managers is a key part of a successful and enjoyable 
season. Please do not confront or question any member of the coaching staff during or 
immediately after a game. Allow a minimum of 24 hours to pass before contacting or 
meeting with the Managers to discuss any issues on your minds. Player 
Representatives may also be available if you don’t want to contact the managers 
directly. 
• Detrimental conduct or behavior from any parents will be addressed by the 
managers and Executive Board. Derogatory remarks about players, playing time, 
coaching abilities, other parents, etc., will not be ignored. It may result in being barred 
from the games or the player being suspended or removed from the team. The 
managers cannot tolerate any undermining of the team by any members. 
• All managers, coaches, volunteers, and parents must abide by the Diamond Bar Girls 
Softball League code of conduct rules. 
• Violation of any of the above may result in removal or suspension from the game or 
removal from the league.
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
