My report begins with acknowledging and speaking to an off season which consumed not only our member association’s valuable time but also several others whom have been impacted by the direction which B.C. (Minor) Baseball has chosen. The past month concluded a process and final decision in our sport that will see B.C. (Minor) Baseball more self-dependent on its delivery to our community associations.  Having said that, there are some whom remain not fully understanding and asking “why did this course of action need to happen”? B.C. (Minor) Baseball will be posting a FAQ on our membership decision. 

I also recognize there are some wounds which will require healing as we move forward. There have been actions by a few which I view as inappropriate but understand when outcomes are within sight, it can at times impact behaviors.

On February 18 I attended Baseball B.C.’s board meeting to which I addressed the following items: NCCP (Rates), Grass Roots (Rates), Outstanding invoices re: our associations, Status of B.C. (Minor) director positions on Baseball B.C.’s board. On programming I advised Baseball B.C. that we will allow our registered athletes to access their High Performance Programs. Baseball B.C. advised to me that moving forward we will have access to Western Canada tournaments although the structure and delivery was to be put in place. At the meeting my comment to this access was, we will await for Baseball B.C.’s advisory and determine if it is workable on our part with respect to us realigning  what we have rolled out on our summer programming to our associations. As of this written report we have received their program outline and will review it at our board meeting March 3. 

On February 26 I received the revised minutes from Baseball B.C.’s February 18 board meeting to which I took exception to having recorded my comments of which have been taken out of context. I contacted John Berry and asked for two comments to be stricken from the minutes which were never said.

I look forward to our 2015 baseball season beginning to which I’m confident will consist of many great opportunities and positive experiences for many.
