Colorado USAG Board Meeting Minutes
October 18, 2012

1.
Judges selection for Compulsory State Meets was finalized.  The available judges for the meet were ranked prior to the meeting and a Meet Referee and Chief Judges were selected for each meet. The site assignments for Levels 4 and 5 were randomly drawn.

2.
NAWGJ has petitioned the USAG board to re-assess the assignments for the optional state meets.  Cindy Miyake has drafted a letter in response to the NAWGJ proposal.  The board has agreed to look at assigning non-affiliated judges rated Level 10 and above for the optional state meets.  The proposal for using 4 judge panels at the Level 9 and 10 state meet was rejected at this time.

3.
State Meet Awards were discussed and plaques were chosen.  The traveling (perpetual) trophies will be changed to plaques with multiple spaces in 2013.  The state will pay for the engraving for the perpetual trophies.

4.
To avoid confusion on the part of the gymnasts, the state board is recommending that warm-ups at all Level 4 and 5 meets be standardized.  A poll will be taken with the coaches to ascertain what process will be utilized.

5.
Athlete gifts for Level 6 and Levels 7-10 were chosen.  Both gifts are bracelets, but different for the compulsory and optional gymnasts.

6.
Standard Electronic Forms were discussed and a form from Pam Turner is being reviewed by the board.  The form is compatible with ProScore.

7.
