New Business:
[bookmark: _GoBack]-Evansville co-op: Evansville has been unsuccessfully trying to get on a co-op but hasn’t been able to get a response. Girls’ team currently has a co-op but the boys do not. School has full backing with this program as well as parental support at a younger age. Looking at surrounding schools, other numbers are pretty large, Oregon is right on the cusp of being in the larger numbers. Other towns have been unresponsive. An argument against the co-op is that Evansville would have to give Oregon financial help for the program. Around 3 kids in junior/senior year play hockey in Evansville. Mainly the kids are spread throughout southern Wisconsin. Once you co-op, you cannot cut kids. Fees paid by Evansville are based on the number of skaters that join. Both athletic directors would have to agree to it. Then a form is completed and sent to WIAA by March for the following season. Next steps: Evansville will send our board a proposal, Mike Jachmann will put one together as well; Kristin will compile everything to send to the athletic director. Possibly pull together a petition like document from parents of players.
