
                                             

 

Hello Sauk Prairie Wrestling Families! Raffle tickets for the 2025-2026 Season Raffle 
Fundraiser are in. Each wrestler is assigned 2 books of raffle tickets to sell. The tickets cost 
$5 each ($50 per book). The drawing will be held on 1/10/2026 during the High School Eagle 
Invite. Winners do not need to be present. When selling tickets, it is important to include 
the name and phone number of the purchaser. This is how we will contact the winners. 
This also makes it easy to sell to relatives and friends that don’t live in the area, as we can 
mail them a check if they win. We only need the side of the ticket that has their contact 
information. Ticket stubs and money are due no later than 1/7/2026, but you can hand 
them in to your coaches at any time. Prizes are listed on the tickets. We will draw 5 
winners: $500, $300, $100, $50, and $50. 

Each year we have a competition to encourage more sales. For each book of tickets sold, 
your wrestlers name is entered into a separate drawing to win $50 cash. The more books 
they sell, the more entries. The minimum number of books that need sold in order to be 
entered is the initial 2 that they are assigned. If you sell your assigned tickets and want 
more (encouraged) please let Mike Solt know by texting him at 608-335-9035. 

All ticket stubs and money must be returned, even if you did not sell them.  

Fundraising is an extremely important part of what makes our wrestling program thrive. 
Funds are used for many different things throughout the year. Some examples include: 
wrestling mats, singlets, camp costs, tournament fees, coaches trainings and 
certifications, end of year party expenses, clinicians, etc. 

We learned that you can sell them to people all over the country, as they do not need to be 
present to win. We just need a name and phone number on the stub. I personally sell the 
majority of ours to out-of-state family members. I post a picture on my social media 
accounts letting people know we are selling them, let them know they do not need to be 
present to win, and when family/friends tell me they want to buy some, I fill out 
their tickets and send them a picture of them. They pay me through Venmo, Paypal, Zelle, 
or mail me a check.
