Playdown Game Procedures — 16U and 19U

» Only players and coaches listed on the verified USA Hockey Roster can
participate in playdown games.

0 Coaches must be in good standing. Coaches who are currently redlined
on the roster due to CEP being out of date, or not having any CEP level
may participate in playdown games but would require proof of
registration for a CEP clinic if the playdown game is before 12/31/2025.

0 All players and coaches must sign in with the appointed on-site
tournament coordinator.

» Games will consist of three fifteen (15) minute stop time periods for 14U, 16U
and 19U ages, or three twelve (12) minute stop time periods for 10U and 12U.

» |If tied at the conclusion of the third period teams will get a one-minute break
followed by overtime periods.

0 For 14U, 16U and 19U Overtime will be a single fifteen (15) minute
sudden death overtime period. For 10U and 12U Overtime will be a single
twelve (12) minute sudden death overtime period.

0 If still tied at the conclusion of the overtime period, a 3-player shootout
will be conducted in accordance with the procedure in the USA Hockey
National Tournament Guidebook.

0 |If still tied at the conclusion of the 3-player shootout a sudden death
shootout will be conducted in accordance with the procedure in the USA
Hockey National Tournament Guidebook.

» Teams are allowed one timeout per game either in regulation or in overtime.

0 If atimeout is used in regulation you do not get another time out in

overtime, one per team per game no matter how long the game is.
» Penalty times are shall be as below:

0 1% minute Minor, 5 Minute Major and 10 Minute Misconduct for 14U,
16U, and 19U

0 1 Minute Minor, 4 Minute Major and 6 Minute Misconduct for 10U and
12U.

» The winning team is to report the score immediately following the game to
mlissner@mahockey.org

» The tournament coordinator is to send the game sheet and sign in sheets to:
