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BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING MINUTES

Call to Order: Emily Mokelke 5:36pm

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: motion to approve 4/6/2017 minutes Kevin, second by Scott.  All approved.  Motion to approve 4/13/2017 minutes by Scott and second by Kevin.  All approved.
NEWBUSINESS:
1.  Discussion about amending Article IV Section 4 of the bylaws:  motion to change the bylaws to amend this section by Scott and Kevin.  All approved.  Lindsay will make the change and will identify other sections that need to be altered to be consistent with altered verbiage.  She will bring a draft to the next meeting for the BOD to review. 
2.  Vote on new policies: (Geographic, Executive Session, Play-up) Lindsay will find out whether the Executive Session policy needs to be a policy, or if there is an umbrella statute that covers executive sessions for 501c3.  Kevin will draft a policy from existing play up policies and bring it to the next meeting for the BOD to vote on. This policy may become retroactive for current tryouts.  
3. Update on 16U Coach Selection:  Scott told us Kyle Curtin, Austin Gooch, Miles Lengyel and Rayce Miller will be the coaches.
4.  Sportsngin Credit Card fee for registration : Jamie will ask about setting up a deposit through Sportsngin and then determine whether or not we can just have players pay the balance at a later date.  The 2.95% cc fee billed by Sportsngin: motion to build the cc fee into the payment motioned by Scott and second by Dave and unanimously approved.  
5. Nominations for new BOD positions within FYHA:  Kevin, and Jamie were nominated for the position of President.  Anonymous voting was used and votes were counted by BOB member that wasn’t nominated for the position.  Jamie voted in as President.  VP:  Ryan, and Dave were nominated.  Dave voted in as VP.  Secretary:  Emily was nominated and ran uncontested.  Emily voted in as Secretary.  Treasurer: Stephani was nominated and ran uncontested.  Stephani was voted in as Treasurer.
a. Fundraising committee:  Stephani will be the chair and Ryan will serve on the committee.  We’d like for one more person to join this committee.
b. Ice scheduler:  Jamie motioned to have Kevin be ice scheduler, with 50% scholarship to Mark Manone for helping with the pre-season meetings in Phoenix.  After these initial meetings, Kevin will take over ice scheduler for the season with help from Scott Robinson.  Unanimous support for this arrangement.
c. Registrar: Lindsay nominated to be registrar, motion by Kevin, second by Dave, unanimously approved.  
d. Legal Counsel:  Scott motion, and Kevin second for Ken Brendel to be our legal counsel in exchange for a 100% scholarship.  Unanimously approved.  Emily will inform Ken of the offer and report back as to whether or not he accepts.
e. Webmaster:  Emily nominated Scott and Kevin second, and unanimously approved.  Jamie will work with Scott to make sure he has proper admin rights. Dave expressed desire to have the calendar cleaned up if possible.
f. Coaching Committee:  Motion by Jamie to have Ryan serve as the committee chair and Kevin and Dave to serve on this committee.  Second by Scott and unanimously approved.
g. AAHA rep:  Joth will remain our rep. until September.  Scott and Kevin will shadow Joth this summer.  After September, Scott will be the AAHA rep. with help from Kevin.  Motion by Dave, second by Jamie, unanimously approved.    
h. Equipment manager:  Scott nominated Jessie Weidinger in exchange for a full scholarship, Jamie second and unanimously approved.  Emily will inform Jessie of the offer and report back as to whether or not he accepts.
6. Arizona Coyotes Nonprofit Involvement Event Tuesday, May 23rd at Gila River Arena, from 8:30am-9:30am.  Tabled.  Emily will forward this information to Stephani and the fundraising committee.
7. AAHA update from Joth:  no action items from this update
8. Nominate and vote on 9th BOD member:  lots of discussion, motion by Lindsay and second by Jamie to offer the position to Mick Cummard and if refused, Travis Joralmon then Heather Zeigler.  Unanimous support of this offer.  Emily will contact Mick and report back as  to whether or not he accepts.
9. Skating clinics:  Scott motions to not use Sportsngin for registration for Mike Hensdell’s May clinics,  Kevin seconds:  5 aye, 1 nay, 1 abstain.  Approved.  Kevin will handle all of the registration communication required for these clinics.
10. Director’s liability release:  Dave mentioned that the liability for the FYHA President position must be changed into Jamie’s name.  Jamie and Kevin will work together on this to make this happen.
11. Donation in the name of FYHA for $100 for deceased local baseball player.
