Vice President Doug Biever called the meeting to order at 6:39PM at Roma’s on Sunday, January 16th, 2022.

Minutes from December 2021, Tartan motions to approve. MVI seconds. Minutes are approved.

Treasurer’s Report: No report available. 

Bantam’s Report: Bantam AA teams- exhaustive measures to speak with coaches and managers about reporting game misconducts. While they are playing in District 8, they must abide by District 2 rules. We are trying to save coaches from further suspensions, and so it’s important that any game misconducts are sent to Brett as soon as possible. Manager or Coach should take a picture of the game sheet and send it right away. Example: if a team is playing in Chisholm, it’ll take a while for us to learn about it through them, and if the coach and/or player who had a game misconduct plays the next game, that could get them into additional trouble for playing an ineligible player. 
Squirt’s Report:  Nothing to report.
Jr. Gold’s Report: Playing when we have games. Have had issues, biggest concern is teams are struggling to reschedule due to lack of ice. Letter was sent to team managers and coaches to look for alternative arenas. Also, just because you cancelled a game, you can still be on the hook for referee fees. Cancelling due to no goalie is not a good excuse. Have had some conversations with Mark Arriola- there’s a 24-hour report to Chris or Pat regarding game misconducts. Schedule was sent to Doug for playdowns- only going to use 2 people per game, and those people will run the tablet, announcing and the clock. Parents will be used for penalty boxes, and staff from Jr Gold league will patrol. Have had a few issues of parents not behaving themselves. There are a few obnoxious teams, so we have eyes on that. As far as state tournament, it’s unknown if there will be a banquet for the Jr Gold state tournament, will see how things play out. It’s more important to play the games rather than run the risk of getting people sick. Had a few issues with scheduling up north. Playdowns, since not all the games can be rescheduled, we recalculate their average points by total points divided by games played and that’s how it’ll be determined. Any questions, look at the website. Some Jr Gold teams are having issues with rosters on the tablets and it’s due to registrations/roster deadline of 12/31, so if there’s issues with it, just re-upload the roster, in theory. There are 3 teams (Minnetonka, Osseo and Wayzata) interested in national championship games. 
Peewee’s Report:  Nothing to report.
Open Forum: Discussion regarding last date to reschedule games before playoffs. Bantams are allowed to go through Feb 11th, according to Brett Navarro. 
D2 will provide jackets for everyone, Gina Hinderer had an order form. Discussion regarding updating contact information on the website, as well as a central location for player/goalie substitution forms. The form itself should also be updated to make it easier for teams as well. 

Executive Directors Report: Nothing to report.
Supervisor of Officials Report: With today’s phone calls and texts, we have hit 100 suspensions for the season. Feedback from people is rescheduling. We had a tournament where one team alleged a ref was blowing the whistle when they shouldn’t, but it was the other team had high pitched squeals. There was a miscommunication from a squirt game today and refs and the team stepped up in a pinch. Refs are really going above and beyond to accommodate your teams. We had one younger, less experienced official call a too many men penalty when it really shouldn’t have been. It was handled appropriately, have had many conversations with coaches about questionable calls that were productive from both sides. Coaches are more willing to work with referees to better understand calls, which is great. 
Mahtomedi- Following up on not referees showing up, we’ve had additional games now with only one referee show up. 
Except for maybe mites, under NO circumstances should a game proceed with only ONE official- this is directed from Arriola’s supervisor. If a game has already started and a referee is injured and cannot finish the game, that’s different, but if only one referee shows up to the game, that game should not start. 
USA Hockey Rules state that a referee CAN appoint additional assistance- if a coach has their skates along and can hop on the ice and help call offsides, but the referee themselves are the only ones who make calls. Both teams must agree to this. The assistant must have some sort of USA Hockey number as well. If a referee is injured, the game can continue IF both teams agree.
District Tournament Coordinator:  Last weekend (7th-9th), the MVI tournament was huge, Forest Lake and St. Paul also had tournaments. All the games were covered, but we have several guys working 6-7 games in a day, we had one kid who worked 10 games in a single day. Please be aware of that kind of dedication. 
Roseville- We should do some type of token of appreciation to the refs working that hard. I’ll take the lead on that. (Gretchen)
MEHOA: Checked all schedules but sometimes the teams get miscommunicated. Please make sure everyone double checks their schedules and communication. Last weekend was the busiest so far, 106 games. We got through it, there was 3 different tournaments (MVI, Forest Lake and Highland). We had one official who had 12 games for the weekend, come down with COVID but luckily some refs were able to come through. There’s still a lot of slots the schedulers are trying to fill in. 
MVI- Any additional black out dates coming up?
MEHOA- No, not currently. Saturdays are tough days to fulfill though.

If a team has COVID and can’t participate in D2 playoffs, then they are just disqualified.
