Regular Season runs from
April to mid June. Players in
the Majors division may try
out for Post Season teams,
including All Stars or Selects
teams for ages 10 through
12. These teams compete
from July to August.
Selection to a Post Season
team requires full
commitment to all practices,
games, and tournaments.
