Kirkup brings over three decades of elite-level experience as both a player and coach, including a

standout playing career with Manchester United from 1972-76, along with a decorated coaching

tenure in NCAA and NWSL circles.

A stalwart of the University of Florida’s women’s program from 2006-2021, Kirkup served as

assistant and associate head coach under legendary head coach and current Sporting JAX

technical consultant Becky Burleigh, helping to guide the Gators to 12 SEC titles and multiple

NCAA Tournament runs. He later joined Burleigh as an assistant at the NWSL’s Orlando Pride in

2021 before serving as a consultant for the Houston Dash in 2022. 

Cosgriff brings more than 20 years of collegiate coaching experience to Sporting JAX, having

most recently served 11 seasons as associate head coach and goalkeeper coach for the Southern

Methodist University (SMU) women’s soccer program. 

During his tenure at SMU, Cosgriff helped guide the Mustangs to multiple NCAA Tournament

appearances and three American Athletic Conference (AAC) Championship Finals (2016, 2022,

2023). He was instrumental in developing goalkeepers and defensive units that recorded 53

shutouts since 2016, including 10 in 2021. He also contributed to a record-setting 2022

campaign, with program bests in goals-against average (0.68) and save percentage (.854).

In this role, Warburton will lead all technical aspects of Sporting JAX’s USL professional and pre-

professional soccer teams, including the women’s USL Super League and men’s USL

Championship teams, along with the club’s USL W League and USL League Two teams.

Additionally, he will spearhead the development of a new professional soccer academy as part of

Sporting JAX Soccer Academy, bringing elite-level coaching and greater access to development

opportunities for young players across Northeast Florida.

This high-profile appointment brings a leader with a distinguished career in global soccer. Most

recently, Warburton played a pivotal role in guiding West Ham United to victory in the UEFA Europa

Conference League in 2023 with a historic 2-1 victory over Italian club Fiorentina. 

Fell’s journey to his current role in soccer began as a player, playing collegiately at Towson

University. In the classroom, he studied exercise science and saw direct correlation between his

studies and athletic participation. He enrolled in physical therapy school; an opportunity that

helped him connect with industry titans, allowing him to learn from some of the best in the game.

After his time with the Phoenix Rising FC, Fell took on a role with the United States Soccer

Federation which ultimately led to his appointment of performance coach for the senior U.S.

Men’s National Team. Fell traveled with them to the World Cup qualification and the tournament in

Qatar.
