Meeting Dates & other Important Dates:  Listed on back of handout and on D2 website.

Draft Skates and Dates:  Draft skates should be posted on D2 website or published newspaper 2 weeks prior to the draft skates.  Doug also needs 2 week notice before the actual draft so he can schedule a director to attend.

Association Registration:  Missing 2 registrations for associations:  Clark Park and Wyandotte.

Association President needs to send an email to Doug verifying board background checks and safesport.  Presidents need to also send Doug their actual proof of background checks and safesport completion.

Rules: (Debbie) USA Rules: 30 day suspension for any coach on the ice without a helmet.

Pilot program allows 6 out of district for 18U (Midget). After Nov 15 if a team does not have 20 kids they may be allowed to add additional out of district but they cannot drop any kids. See handout.
All coaches must sign scoresheets for all games. It used to say beginning Jan 1.

Girls Rule: Girls Tier 1 are limited to the following number of out of state or import players.

12U is 2, 14U is 2, 16U is 3, 19U is 4.     
Change in game count. National bound teams have to participate in 17 games and non-national bound need 14 games.  This lowers the game counts.

JV Prep:  District intent forms are due in November.

Travel tryout dates:  Go online and follows dates.

Substitute goalies:  8U and 10U can no longer use substitute goalies for State Playoffs.

Helmets:  All 3rd parties, coaches and Independent Contractors not officially on a roster must wear a helmet.  
Players may play in more than one league.

Adults: They no longer have to have the 4 hour rule waived.  Includes adults and womens.   
Registration (Rick Frescura):  If new registrars have any questions contact Rick.  You cannot play games until Sept 1.  A 2006 cannot play up on a 14U National Bound team except Girls Tier II.  Make sure Associations have parents meetings and coaches meetings.  Make sure coaches verify the information on the roster as soon as they receive it.  You must use your legal name on the roster.  Make sure all background checks and safesports are done before submitted roster.
JV teams must show proof of school and send to Rick.  No 8th graders on JV team unless goalies and that must be approved by state playoff team.  All billet families over 18 must have background checks.  Closest to rink must be preapproved before rostering.  Preseason HS teams must be on a preseason roster.  All split season teams must have split season in the name.
All locker room monitors must have safesport and be kept in hockey book.  All beginner, mini mite and mites must be put on a roster.  All national bound teams must have printed consent to treat forms for credentials.

STAR/ Safesport (Carl Brogley):  Fill out the form online for safesport.  All associations should have a safesport director.  Carl is willing to attend association hearings.  Last year there were 11 safesports and 45 STAR reports and 26 came in from Feb to April.  
Financials (Carl Brogley):  Teams need to provide parents with monthly statements.
Ace Director (Pat Jesue):  CEP clinics listed on D2 website and on handout.
Pat will send link to coaching directors.  Pat will have coaching directors meeting.  Tell coaches to use the coaching mobile app.  Also download the USA hockey rules book app. Age specific modules must be done by coaches before they are put on a roster.
One Goal (Rick Pinkowski): 7 D2 teams applied for grants.  If you miss the deadline you will not get a grant.  Make sure you follow up with your paperwork when you are done if you received a grant.  It must be spent on what you requested.  He will provide the deadline for this season as soon as he find out.  Rick will help if you need help filling it out.
Officiating (Lori Durbin):  Officiating classes available on MAHA website. Perry stated many kids do not follow through with their modules.  Now they have implemented a check list so they know what modules they need to complete.  Zero Tolerance posters available to hang in rinks. Perry is willing to come and speak to association coaches.  
Girls/ Womens & Adult (Bob Smith):  Nothing new to report.
