· Michelle reviewed some of the guidelines that have come out from Safe Sport, and reminded all of us to become familiar with the guidelines and work to educate our members. Guidelines on video taping and pictures are a big area of concern.
· Marian Dykes gave us a brief update from the National Committee meetings.  
· Discussion was held about charging an additional head tax on companies who come into Georgia and host meets. It was decided not to address this concern at this time.
· It was decided to increase the qualifying score for Event Specialists at all levels from a 9.0 to a 9.2. Motion – Becky Oppenheimer, 2nd – Gerson Ramirez

· Discussion was held about judges availability and regional availability, but no changes in our process for selection was made. Concerns were expressed to Michelle about some of the judges on the regional availability list. 
· A W300 and W400 course will be held at Flip Fest in August.
· It was decided that we will continue to fund the entries for regionals for our level 9 and 10 athletes and members of all other state teams.
· It was decided that we will donate $5000 to the Tim Rand Legends Fund. Motion – Marian Dykes, 2nd – Judy Prestiagacomo
· We once again donated $500 to the Golf Tournament fundraiser.
· The schedule for 2018-2019 is currently online at gymjas.com, and will be moved to the Gausag.org site soon.
· Plans for the State Clinic to be held at Roswell on Saturday, July 28th are in progress. Each club may send 5 coaches for free and $10 for each additional coach.
· Brad McLaren is giving up his position on the committee as the Level 9/10 representative. Discussion was held about some possible replacements.
