
REGISTRATION FAQ
TBALL (AGES 4-6)

The TBall season begins the first weekend in May and runs for 6 weeks.

TBall will have one practice per week and one game on Saturday mornings at 9 or 10am.

Practice dates, times and location is TBD by each individual coach.

Practices are held at either Merrill Park or Keach Park and all games are at Sanel Field
located on Old Suncook Road, behind Banks Chevrolet.

CAL RIPKEN BASEBALL (6-12)
The season typically begins mid-April and runs through mid-June.

Rookie Ball (Previously A and AA Ball) (AGES 6-9)
New in 2023, this level combines A/AA baseball levels. The goal is to introduce kids to
baseball and help grow their skills. There will be some travel between Hopkinton/Concord
at this level.

One practice per week and up to two games per week. The season will start with a single
game per week on Saturday mornings (either at 10:15 or noon) and adding a second game
on Friday nights at 5:45pm around mid season.

Practice dates, times and location is TBD by each individual coach.

Practices are held at either Merrill Park or Keach Park and all games are at Sanel Field
located on Old Suncook Road, behind Banks Chevrolet.

AAA BALL/MAJORS 60 (AGES 8-11)
Two practices per week and two games per week. Games are on Wednesday nights at
5:45pm and Saturdays at 2:30pm. There likely will be an occasional Monday game for any
rainouts and during playoffs.



Practice dates, times and locations are TBD by each individual coach.

Practices are held at either Merrill Park or Keach Park.

There is travel and interleague play at this level.

Games are either at Sanel Field located on Old Suncook Road, behind Banks Chevrolet, in
Hopkinton (Houston Field or Maple Street School), or in Bow.

MAJORS/MAJORS 70 (AGES 9-12)
Two practices per week and two games per week. Games are on Tuesday nights at 5:45pm
and Saturdays at 5:45pm. There likely will be an occasional Thursday game for any rainouts
and during playoffs.

Practice dates, times and locations are TBD by each individual coach.

Practices are held at either Merrill Park, Keach Park or Sanel batting cages.

There is travel and interleague play at this level.

Games are either at Sanel Field located on Old Suncook Road, behind Banks Chevrolet, in
Hopkinton (Houston Field or Maple Street School), or in Bow.

There is a player evaluation before the start of each season, typically held in March. Levels
for each individual player will be determined based on these evaluations. Evaluations are
REQUIRED for anyone 6 and up that is not on a majors team roster.

SENIORS (13-16)
Games are Fridays 5:45 and Sundays 2pm

One weeknight practice TBD by coach
