5  

Saints Perpetua and Felicity 
were early Christian 

martyrs, choosing to be put 

to death by execution, 
rather than deny their 

Christian faith. Being a new 

mother, St. Perpetua's 
father pleaded with her to 

keep herself safe by renouncing her faith, she 

responded by saying "Just as that pot cannot be 
called by any other name, I cannot call myself by 

any other name than what I am, a Christian." 

 St. Felicity was a young, pregnant slave woman 

who was imprisoned with St. Perpetua. Felicity 

gave birth to a baby girl two days before execution. 
Sts. Perpetua and Felicity faced execution joyfully 

knowing that their journey would lead them to 

heaven. We celebrate the feast of these 
patronesses of new mothers and expectant 

mothers on March 7 as they remind us to joyfully 
face our mission of being "Spirit-filled disciples,

Infertility: Have you ever heard of 

NaProTECHNOLOGY?

1. It works towards assessing the underlying causes 

of the reproductive abnormality. 

2. It allows for the treatment of these underlying 
causes. 

3. It assists the couple in achieving pregnancy while 

maintaining the natural acts of procreation. 

4. If the treatment program is unsuccessful, 

research into the unknown causes is undertaken. 

5. If medically unsuccessful, the program will assist 

with successful family building
