Agreement

As a parent and/or guardian of an EC Youth Hockey Association player, you have a responsibility to: 
1. Ensure to the best of your ability that your child abides by the rules of hockey, the policies of ECYH and principals of good sportsmanship and integrity. 
2. Ensure to the best of your ability that your child respects his/her teammates, coaches, team officials, referees, opponents, opposing coaches, opposing team officials and other participants in ECYH games, practices, and other association activities. 
3. Ensure to the best of your ability that your child conducts himself/herself in a manner that minimizes the risk of injury, both physical and psychological, to himself/herself and others; which includes and not limited to any and all derogatory comments as to another individual’s race, ethnic origin, color, religion, gender and/or sexual orientation.

4. Refrain from criticism of coaches, team officials, referees, teammates, opponents, opposing coaches, opposing team officials and other participants in ECYH games and other association activities. If and when you feel feedback is warranted, you shall offer it in a manner that is fully respectful, through proper channels and away from the hockey rink. 

5. Refrain from directing comments which are insulting, intimidating, humiliating, hurtful, malicious, degrading or otherwise offensive to players, team officials, referees and association volunteers including but not restricted to division managers, board members, executive members (directors) and paid association staff such as the team and skill development coaches. If you feel that criticism of any such person is warranted, you shall offer it in a manner that is fully respectful, through proper channels and away from the hockey rink. 

6. Refrain from discussing the weaknesses of other team players and/or coaching staff with your child. 

7. Familiarize yourself with and abide by the policies and procedures of ECYH. A copy of ECYH policies and procedures are posted on ECYH website. 

8. I will obtain approval from the ECYH digital director prior to posting / sharing information directly from any ECYH authorized forums / websites. 

9. Adhere to the rules set forth by USA Hockey regarding requirements in order to access the locker rooms before / after games. Parent involvement in the locker rooms is prohibited unless all requirements by USA Hockey have been completed. 


As an EC Youth Hockey Association player, I will: 

1. Abide by the rules of hockey, the policies of the ECYH and principals of good sportsmanship and integrity. 

2. Respect my teammates, coaches, team officials, referees, opponents, opposing coaches, opposing team officials and other participants in ECYH games, practices and other association activities. 

3. Refrain from derogatory comments as to another individual’s race, ethnic origin, color, religion, gender and/or sexual orientation. 

4. Abstain from unnecessary put downs, be aware of my surroundings, and not say or do anything that could hurt someone else physically or emotionally. 

5. Work hard to improve my skills both as individual and as a team player. 

6. Act in a safe and responsible manner at games, practices and all ECYH activities. 

7. Support my teammates including those who are less skillful both on and off the ice. 

8. Attend all practices and game. If a conflict arises, and I have a legitimate reason for not being able to attend a practice or game, I will provide my coach with as much notice as possible of my anticipated absence. 

9. Be on time and prepared to commence a game or practice in keeping with the schedule established by the coaching staff. 

10. Play whatever position I am assigned by my coach to the best of my ability. 

11. Not lose my temper at games, practices or ECYH activities. 

12. Not behave in a manner or engage in any activity that would cause embarrassment or disrespect to my team or the ECYH including smoking, drinking alcohol or using drugs. 

13. Refrain from using my phone, camera, or social media to shame or harm my coaches, teammates or managers. 

14. Adhere to the utmost respect and integrity while in locker room for all teammates, managers and coaches. I will not play music that contains offensive lyrics / inappropriate language. I will ensure all locker room music will be played at a volume that cannot be heard outside of the locker room. 

14.1 24 Hour Rule: This is common in youth sports today & should an event occur that you feel requires a conversation with a coach / manager, please wait 24 hours before contacting the coach to allow for adrenaline and emotions to subside. Hockey is an exciting and emotional game. Waiting 24 hours will alleviate any unwarranted emotion and allow for a sound discussion. This applies to before and after games, practices, and any other ECYH event. This will ensure that we can have a meaningful and productive conversation rather than reacting with the added complication of high emotions. 

14.2 Timeliness: For games, players need to be at the rink a minimum of 45-minutes prior to game time (unless coaching staff directs otherwise) and dressed and ready to go 15 minutes before game time. Players need to be on the ice at the start of practice ready to compete and learn. 

Season Goals 

1. Fun: Every time we are together, the 1st priority will be to have fun as a group while playing this fantastic game of hockey. 

2. Improve & Grow: We will be a better team in March than how we start in September. This is why we coach. Leading a group of young players through a season of learning to support and play for each other and come together as a team is extremely gratifying. 

3. Attitude: The goal here is to maintain a positive attitude regardless of the situation. That could be anything from playing time to team wins to scoring. The expectation is that we all maintain a positive attitude and work towards team goals and any personal goals that the players may have.
