2021 Tryouts – September 2020
General Information for Parents and Players –

Boys currently in grades 3, 4, 5, 6, 7 and 8 are welcome to tryout for teams.  Younger boys may try out for the 9U/3rd Grade team.  Boys may tryout for one division up if they would like, but we recommend that you tryout for your specific age division in case you are not selected for the higher level.  There will be no additional tryout fee charged for trying out for the second team. 

The $20.00 registration and tryout fee is non-refundable.  Even if your son does not make the Wisconsin Playground Club team, he is required by Wisconsin AAU to be registered at the time of tryouts.  His registration will be effective until August 31, 2021.  If he is not selected for the team this year, he may tryout again next year. By Sunday, March 28, 2021 – 10:00 p.m. the team rosters will be posted on our web page.  Each team will consist of 10-12 players.  The number of players selected for each team will be decided by Ritchie Davis and/or Duane Wilson.   Please feel free to call Coach Davis at (920) 428-4622 or Coach Wilson at (414) 630-7462 with any questions regarding your son.

Attached you will find a practice schedule for the 2021 season.  Please mark off those daytime hours when it is absolutely impossible for your son to attend practice.  We cannot move our practice dates so we strongly encourage you to plan ahead accordingly.  Our practice schedule is the same for many PGC teams and thus, we are able to work with players on the other teams in regards to car pools, etc.  Practice schedules will soon be available on our website and may be changed slightly on or before March 1, 2021.  Practice will generally be one to two times a week including some weekends in March and April.  

For those players selected to play on a team there will be additional paperwork given to you at our first team meeting, which will take place on Sunday, October 4, 2020.  This paperwork must be filled out by both players and parents and returned at the scheduled meeting time.  Also, registration materials and the appropriate club fees must be taken care of online via the PGC website.  The club fee for the 2020 season is $595.00.  Payments should be made online via the program website. If you have any questions or concerns regarding the $595.00 player fee, please contact Ritchie Davis at your earliest convenience.

The club fee goes directly into your specific team account.  It is applied toward tournament entry fees as well as coaches expenses (motel and/or flight).  Parents are responsible for travel and motel expenses for themselves.   However, there will be an opportunity to participate in two separate fundraisers throughout the winter and spring to help offset your son’s lodging and travel expenses.  Monies raised by each player will be credited towards his specific age level’s account.  Any team receiving sponsorship funding will also be credited toward the teams account.   Duane “Ike” Wilson will authorize all final decisions regarding the use of monies brought in throughout the season.

All coaches and club board members are volunteers.  Please be mindful of this at all times.  All of the coaches are AAU registered as well as NCAA certified.  Each coach is also a current member of the Wisconsin Basketball Coaches Association.  Ritchie Davis will serve as the managing director for all Wisconsin Playground Club teams.  This is his twenty-seventh year running a grassroots basketball organization.  Duane Wilson will serve as the executive director for all Wisconsin Playground Club teams.  This is his twenty-sixth year running a grassroots basketball organization.  Together, Davis and Wilson bring a combined 53 years of experience to our program!  Currently, each team has at least two coaches, with some having three; however there may be times when one of the other age team coaches may assist another team.  At no time will there be a non-registered coach assisting your team.  This would violate our AAU insurance.  Players and parents will be required to sign a “Player Agreement” form.  Failure to follow the program rules and guidelines will result in suspension or dismissal from the Wisconsin Playground Club boy’s basketball program.  

We are in our fifth year of participating on the Under Armour Association grassroots basketball circuit, so we believe we offer the best opportunity in the state of Wisconsin to compete against the best players in the nation.  We are constantly looking for ways to improve our program and make it better for our players.  We appreciate your support and look forward to offering young men from Wisconsin the opportunity to play with and against the best.  

Please note - Parents must sit in the assigned area in the gym during try-outs.
