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We all like to win, but the real focus is teaching the kids how to play baseball….
Pitching

A pitching machine will be used to pitch the entire game unless there is a malfunction with the machine. Pitching speed will be set on 4 during games. After four games the speed will increase to number 5. In the case of a malfunction a coach will pitch the remainder of the game. Any pitches not swung will be considered a ball. If the ball is foul tipped on the 7th pitch the batter can continue to swing until a 3rd swinging strike is recorded or if they get a hit. Strikes will only be called when the batter swings.Three swinging strikes and an out is recorded. There will be no walks.

Fielding

There is no limit to outfield positions in the rookies division; the entire team should play the field. In addition to the normal infield positions two players will take rear of pitching mound, a catcher behind home plate and the remainder of the team in the outfield. If you have 9 or more players you MUST utilize a catcher. 

Play

Time of play. Each game will have a two hour maximum limit. If the two hour limit has been reached the team that is leading will be awarded the win.

Once the ball crosses the infield, and the fielder has the ball in his/ her glove and under control the runner must stop advancing… If the runner is more than halfway he/she receives the next base. the runners must stop advancing. There is no advancement on an overthrow.

 A runner may advance one base on an overthrow to first base… There's no stealing and a safety base will be used on first. 

There is a 5 run mercy rule 1/2 inning, except for the last inning. Mercy rule is also in effect if the score is a 12 run gap after 4 innings have been completed. As in regular baseball, the bottom of the last inning is not played if the home team is winning.

Coaching , Assistant coaches, volunteers

Coaches and managers MUST be certified through Cal Ripken. Any manager, coach, and volunteer MUST have a background check completed. If a background check is not completed they will not be able to be on the field or help with training the players. The background check is paid for by the league and can be completed @ www.smbaseball.com<http://www.smbaseball.com>.

Umpiring is up to coaches unless directed by VP of the division. Coaches will be expected to call the game fair. 

Weather
In the case of inclement weather, it is up to the team managers, or league officials as to whether to play or cancel the game. If a manager feels the game should not be played, they will need to notify the other team's manager. If you can not get in contact with the other team's manager you'll need to notify the VP of division. In the case of a failure to contact the manager or VP of division will constitute a forfeit of that game. If a game needs rescheduling it will be up to the managers and VP of the division to do so; and must be completed within one week.  

Scoring and standings

It is the responsibility of the home team to contact the VP of the division with the scoring of that game so proper standings can be held. The top two teams will be awarded trophies at the year end banquet. Please email or text the standings at the end of each game to the

Manager's league responsibilities and code of conduct

1.Responsible for making sure any coach who was on the field is certified through Cal Ripken along with background check completed

2.Responsible for coaching all levels on the team and preparing kids for the next level

3.Responsible for teaching the kids the basic fundamentals and adhering to the rules

4.Responsible for maintaining the B field or field of play including game days as well as field days

5.Home team prepares field for play and collects bases and locks up the equipment room.  

6.Away team is in charge of throwing out the garbage,replacing the bag raking the pitcher's mound and home plate after game is done. 

7. in charge of communication with parents for events, league rules, pictures, Etc

8.In charge of crowd control parents should be encouraged to support the players without judgement or prejudice and should not question and umpires ruling

9. A parent from each team during a game MUST work in the concession stand. Games will not start unless a parent volunteers to work in there...
