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2022 MBL Bat Rules Update

Metro Baseball League (MBL) has announced new bat rules that will go into effect for the 2021 fall league and the 2022 regular/tournament season.  These changes will align the bat standards with MYAS.  Below are the new guidelines:
9-11 yr olds: maximum diameter of 2¼”, 2½”, 2⅝”, or 2¾” with an unlimited weight differential and is USA or USSSA approved
12-13 yr olds: maximum diameter of 2½”, 2⅝”, or 2¾” with an -10 maximum weight differential and is USA or USSSA approved
14 yr olds: (including the 14/15A division): maximum diameter of 2¾” with a -5 maximum weight differential and is USA or USSSA approved
15 yr olds: maximum diameter of 2⅝” with a -3 weight differential and is BBCOR approved
All bats must be 36” or less in length.

The 2021 spring/summer softball season for CAA was an amazing success!  Over 150 girls participated in age groups from Kindergarten through 12-Under across 13 teams.  Six teams from 8U to 12U participated in State tournaments on July 10th-11th with 10U Blue and 12U Blue also playing in the NAFA Northern Nationals Tournament July 22nd-25th. 
8U Gold softball team participated in the State Tournament in Minnetonka.  The team finished 3-1 which resulted in a big win in their consolation bracket!  8U Blue participated in the state tournament in Bloomington.  The team finished 2-2 with both of the losses being super close and down to the last minute.  These girls played their hearts out.  As coaches were so proud of these girls for their teamwork, dedication and most of all having fun! 
The 10U Blue team was in the State Tier 3 bracket in White Bear Lake and played in five games.  The 10U White team played in Tier 8 in Circle Pine and played in two games.  12U Blue was in the Tier 3 bracket in Mounds view and played 3 games, while the 12U Gold team played two games in Tier 7 in Rochester.
Nationals was held in Cottage Grove for 10U and Eagan for 12U this year.  Both teams played very well, playing seven games and playing into Sunday, the fourth day of the four-day tournament.  10U Blue qualified for Nationals by winning the Burnsville Fireball tournament back on May 14-16.  12U Blue qualified for Nationals by winning the New Ulm Windmill Classic on June 19th
Overall – a great year for CAA Softball!  Now looking forward to Fall Ball, off-season development and another great season in 2022!
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CAA Baseball Tournament/Metro Season Recap

During the 2021 baseball season, CAA had 23 teams participate at the tournament/metro level.  This group encompasses players from 9 through 15 years old and includes 268 athletes.
There were 19 teams that played in the Metro Baseball League (MBL).  These teams each played up to 16 games from late April through early July against teams from the greater metro area.  CAA teams finished about .500 overall on the season with 5 teams (13A Silver, 13AA, 14A Silver, 14AA, and 14AAA) winning their region.  11 of the 19 teams also played in the league playoffs highlighted by a first place finish (13AA) and two second place finishes (11AAA and 11A White).
In addition to league play, all 23 teams participated in weekend tournaments throughout the year.  CAA teams earned 6 tournament titles with numerous second and third place finishes.  A special highlight of the regular tournament season was all four 9AA teams playing in the semi-finals of the Chan Challenge.  CAA had 21 teams qualify for at least one state tournament (11 teams qualified for multiple state tournaments).  Our teams showed well at the state tournaments highlighted by a 3rd place finish in the Gopher State tournament by the 13A Silver team.
