Officials Report
In December with the help of WSOA we continued to educate all officials in our group. This last month we held a level one clinic in Buffalo and STMA where we had a classroom and on ice session to get level ones some more training. We also held another 3 official training in St. Cloud where I was able to train 9 officials how to work the 3 official system which we use for Bantams and 15uas. We have one more training session coming up this month in Hutch at the BA/BB tournament. So far we have graduated 25 of 50 level ones out of our mentor program and onto their own. Also, we have completed 42 evaluations so far this season, right on track of our 100 goal. 
We have made a switch to our scheduler again. Due to the overwhelming amount of work it takes to do this job Duncan and I decided it would be for the best if I went back to Jeff Carlen. Jeff approached me and was doing a lot better and was ready to take on the task. We are fully back with Jeff and hope to continue with this for years to come. He will continue to use the email set up at the beginning of the year (d5reffereescheduler@gmail.com)
Finding refs has become an issue when we have so many games in one weekend. I’m working on a way to have all tournaments be pre-approved by myself or someone on the board before booking. We need to keep it to a max of two tournaments a weekend and spread them out instead of five one weekend and zero the next.  My other option if we can’t find a solution to evenly spreading out tournaments is to follow D10 and make weekends with multiple tournaments a black out weekend where there can be no scrimmages on that weekend. This has been a battle this year and will only get worse throughout the season as my guys will get burnt out doing 10-15 games a weekend.
