He is the assigner for the Hampshire Board of Umpires and we receive an umpire fee for every team in the league for his services (8 teams @ $75 = $600 fee)
e. Vice Presidents Report – S. Verville will be stepping down as Vice President. He will remain on as a webmaster and help whoever is the new elected VP. All league payments will be online. Reserve players will enter the code “reserve2019” since no payment is due from reserve players. Pool registration will be a separate list offline. Tony Curd and Brian Sullivan have agreed to leave the Orioles and co-manage the Braves as D. Wilson has stepped down from that role.

h. The league decided to drop the umpire coordinator from the voting board members for the 2019 season.
i. The league decided to send all new application notifications to all league managers for review.
