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Brainerd Amateur Hockey Association (BAHA) Goalie Equipment Policy

If your player is wanting to play goalie, the following benefits are in place to help offset some costs. All
equipment requests must be submitted to the BAHA Equipment Manager.

BAHA-provided equipment includes gloves, leg pads, masks, and chest protectors.

All other equipment is the responsibility of the player and is not eligible for reimbursement. (Skates, Breezers,
Sticks, etc)

e Mite/8U Level
o BAHA will purchase and retain ownership of all goalie equipment for Mite/8U players.
e Squirt/10U Level
o Goalies at this level have two options:
= Purchase Their Own Equipment — Players who buy all their own goalie equipment will
receive a 50% discount on registration fees.
= Use BAHA-Owned Equipment — Players who opt to use BAHA-owned equipment (as
outlined above) will pay full registration fees.
e Peewee, Bantam, 12U, and 15U Levels
o Goalies at these levels are required to purchase and maintain all their own equipment.
o To help offset costs, players will receive a 50% discount on registration fees.
e Additional Notes
o BAHA will credit any goalie specific training camps for squirts/10U and higher for up to a full
discount on registration fees.
o Mite/8U and Squirt/10U goalies who want to use BAHA-owned goalie equipment in the
offseason must receive permission from BAHA’s Equipment Manager.
