Note) Checking rom Behind occurs when 2 check is delvered fo s player
cirectly from behind, ordisgonlly from beind. The onus is on the player
Gelivering the chac to not it from behind. This includes body checking or
pushing an opponent from behind in open ice or diretly nfo the boards or
gosl rame.

(2) A mino plus s misconduct penslty. o s major plus 8 game misconduct
penaty shall be sssessed forchacking from behind.

{6) A major penslty plus game misconduct penalty shal be sssessed to any.
player who injures an opponent, o causes them 10 go head fist nio the
bosrds or goal rame, 85 & result of checking rom behind.
