1. Mason Pre-Season Classic City of Mason Award

This is an award that is to be given to 4 seniors, 2 boys, 2 girls. It is a gift from the City of Mason because we rent the Heritage Park fields from them at full cost. They are unable to discount the rental, and this was the only way they found to give back to the soccer program.  To be eligible for the award, the student must live in the city, not in Deerfield Township or any other location. This is not popular, but it is what it is. If parents complain, they can come to a booster meeting and propose that we give the money back to the city rather than give it to only city of mason residents. That would have to be an agreed vote of majority of boosters present at a meeting. If there is any question about an address being within city limits, I believe you can check with someone at the courthouse. We have not had any questionable ones in the past. The first thing we do is send an email to both varsity teams(Through Kim Grant and Chris Connor) and ask for any senior players that live in the city of Mason who played in the MPC in July to reply to one of the chairs. Something like this(adjust as needed and include email for responses):
Hello Mason Senior Soccer Players!

After you collect the emails, then send another requesting the application be filled out 
and returned to one of you via mail or email by a certain date. Email could look like 
this(again adjust and change email):
