

Roger Allen Baseball – Residency & Age Verification Guidelines

Purpose:
To ensure fair and consistent participation, all players registering with Roger Allen Baseball must provide proof of residency within our league boundaries and proof of age in accordance with Babe Ruth baseball standards.


✅ Required Documentation
1. Proof of Age (One document required):
Must clearly show the player’s full name and date of birth.
· Certified birth certificate (preferred)
· State-issued ID or passport
· Adoption papers or legal guardianship documents (if applicable)

2. Proof of Residency (One document required dated within the past 12 months):
Parent/Guardian Residency Documents (must match legal parent/guardian’s name):
· Mortgage, lease, or utility bill (electric, water, gas)
· Government-issued correspondence (tax return, Social Security, DHS)
· Vehicle registration or insurance
· Voter registration card
· School enrollment records (must include current address)
📌 Note: PO Boxes are not accepted as proof of residence.


🛠️ Special Situations
· Grandfathered Players: If a player has moved outside of league boundaries but has played continuously in the league, they may be eligible to continue participation under the grandfather clause.


🗓️ When to Provide Documentation
· Proof must be provided within 3 days of being selected for the team 
· Documents must be verified before uniforms or participation in games
· Failure to provide valid documentation within 3 days may result in removal from roster


📂How to Submit
· Secure upload during online registration
· Or in-person verification during uniform fitting. night
