A few reminders for setting up meets:


-you must list equipment including vault runway on all meet info


-you must get a sanction from the usag office


-you must send in $2 per athlete to USAG Region 6 for every meet you host. Cap of $1000 for this fee.

-you must send a copy of the sanction to USAG office, Regions 6 and to the State 
Administrative Committee Chairman(Jill).  Only send 1 page to Region 6 unless it is electronic.
-You must also send a copy of your meet results to the score tracker(Amanda from Brattleboro for out of state meets), with your qualifying gymnasts info highlighted

- all coaches must be able to show their membership QR code at all meets and clinicswhen signing in

-there is a dress code for all coaches – Acceptable:  club warm up suite, khaki 

Pants, collared shirt, athletic shoes.  Unacceptable:  blue jeans, tank tops, and midriff shirts and open toed shoes.
· Judges need to have QR codes available at clinics and sanctioned meets if requested

You must post your protocols and event info when you request your judges so all attending will be aware of what to expect when coming to your gym for meets.
All in gym invitationals must have a 2-judge panel for levels 4 – 10, you can use a 1 judge panel for level 3 and Xcel B, S.  In Gym invitational meets are required to have a meet gift and medals and/or trophies. All meet directors must submit a write up to the State Committee Chairman for approval of all In Gym Invitationals.  If you do not hear from me then you are approved.  If a theme meet has a higher entry fee then the scores for the gymnasts cannot be used for State qualifying.  Recommended Gate fees are $5 for adults and $3 for kids for local meets and $8 for adults and $5 for kids for Theme meets.  Gate fees must be listed on meet info sheets.  State Meet entry will be $10 for adult and $5 for students
Awards

Achievement Awards are no longer required.

A participation medal will be given to each athlete in the meet instead of a gift at States.  Event placement is 50% awards per age group and All Around is 75% awards per age group.  Banners for Team Placements given to 50% of the teams entered.
Pro Score has been designated the score system for all Vermont meets. All meets should try to use mymeetscores.com for tracking and meet scores online for instant access during the meet. It makes score tracking a lot easier. You must send a copy of all out of state scores with your qualifiers highlighted to Amanda for score tracking. An electronic version must be sent directly to Jill.  
Regional Policy – all regional athletes will be required to give a deposit for regionals at the end of the State competition.  $200 for the Xcel gymnasts and $200 for the Dev athletes.  All entries are now done online and are the responsibility of the club or individual.  After the regional competition, when it is proven you have attended the competition, you will get your check sent back to you.  This can be a club check or a family check – NO CASH.  This is an effort to cut down on no shows at regionals.  
Reminders for cell phones on the floor at meets – no cell phone usage by volunteers when helping at meets – this includes no videoing at all. Coaches are to use cell phones for video of their athlete from the spectator area only and not for conversation on the competition floor. NO earbuds will be worn on the competition floor by coaches or judges.

Judges selection for states – judges available for the state meet are listed and then approved that they meet the criteria. Judges are then selected by the committee. Judging criteria for judging at States – rating, affiliation, experience, at least 3 meets in USAG, at least 1 of those must include a USAG VT meet or clinic – Recommendations from SJD are taken into account for judging and meet ref.

Judges recommendations for Regionals – all eligible judges are recommended.  If cuts need to be made the committee will meet and discuss how to narrow the list.

Sapphire will be included in States if anyone has any.

Discussed sectionals and it was decided that there will not be sectionals 
Discussed the VT clinics – 2 fall clinics will be held – Sundays only – Regional Clinic for Xcel only – Dev Regional clinic will be done by submitting a video for review after States – each event will have a different judge that will review the video and feedback will be given to those who submit a video
Fall Clinic 1 - focus this year on upper optional levels and divisions.  Skills clinic with a guest clinician.  Anissa is working on getting someone set up and date will be determined based on their availability.  Looking at October dates – cost tbd

Fall Clinic 2 – Xcel warm up meet with judges judging routines and giving feedback. Judges will be paid.  Stations will be set up for kids to work on when others are listening to judges.  Group activities will be done before each session. Coaches and judges will chat after each session without gymnasts.  Goal to learn from judges if there are any things missing or improvements to be made before the season starts.  Clubs must register by Sept 30 so we can confirm judges and sessions.  Register on USA reservations – cost per athlete $35
Xcel Regional Clinic at Regal – tentative date May 2 – 3 to 6pm – meet your teammates time will be included as part of the warm up
GMI discussion – we will be doing an outside facility for the GMI.  We will continue to host this meet with High School States – site St Johnsbury Academy.  Middle School States could also be included.  Possible schedule to have HS states at night.  Trophies will still be used for team awards.  Theme will be All Around the World – clubs should pick a country to represent – no club should pick USA – NLG has Ukraine, CVGA has Brazil. $50 still due for hospitality for all clubs.
Discussed numbers of Xcel and DEV and programs - looks small enough to hold 1 state meet.  Set up will need to be on Friday 
Discussion on States – Trying to be back at Bellows Falls – March 21, 22 with set up on Friday.  Theme is Galactic Glam.  Clubs wanted a bigger sign for pictures at States.  
Discussed age groups and kept them the same except for Xcel Gold.  I will reevaluate after GMI to see if changes need to be made
Discussed qualifying scores – kept the same
Discussed dates for meets – some are scheduled – Xcel Regional clinic will continue
Regional Recognition – only doing this on website – club must send the athletes name and what event they placed on to me 
Discussion on Regional team apparel – tank leo, tshirt and jackets for all – try to change athlete jackets
Senior Recognition at states –changes this year - call up gymnast, announce 3 things about them and coach will give them the plaque – presentation is at the beginning of the awards – gymnast will also have a short bio in the program.  Form will be sent to each club for athletes to fill out and return to me 3 weeks before states.
Discussion on regional entry policy and decided to keep the deposit $200 for Xcel and $200 for DEV
Discussion on meet entry fees.  Fees were increase by $10.  Discussion on how to get more meets held in VT – very expensive – will bring up issues at my national meeting.
State policies remain the same - Event Specialists, Regional Policy, State Meet entries
Judges Selection was changed slightly

Photos will be included at the state meet for athletes and cost will be rolled into the meet entry fee.  Clubs should send me any athletes that need to be exempt from any pictures before the meet.

Volunteers at meets – still trying to keep number of volunteers low– coaches will do their own warm up timing and music.  Hire meet timers for events.  Judges will enter in scores on keypad.    Clubs will be responsible for volunteers for admissions.
Keep the $100 per club fee for Set up and Clean up at states – VT will pay set up and clean up at GMI.
