MANCHESTER TOWNSHIP ATHLETIC ASSOCIATION BY-LAWS

ARTICLE 1

NAME

The name of the organization shall be the Manchester Township Athletic Association (herein MTAA).

ARTICLE II

PURPOSE

The purpose of the Organization shall be to develop and implement a program of organized athletics for the youth of the Manchester Township Areas with an emphasis on ideals of good sportsmanship, honesty, loyalty, courage and respect for authority. We will undertake this endeavor so that participants in our programs may become well adjusted, stronger and happier children who will grow to be good, decent, healthy and trustworthy citizens. All Directors, Officers and Members shall bear in mind that the attainment of exceptional athletic skill or the winning of games is secondary, and the molding of future citizens is of prime importance.

To achieve this objective, MTAA shall operate exclusively as a non-profit educational organization providing a supervised program of competitive baseball and softball games. No part of the net earnings shall inure to the benefit of any private shareholder or individual; no substantial part of the activities of which is carrying on propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and which does not participate in or intervene in any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office.

ARTICLE III

MEMBERSHIP

[bookmark: _GoBack]Membership in this Organization shall be open to all persons over the age of eighteen (18) years residing in the “Manchester Township Area.”  Each member so defined shall be entitled to one vote at any regular or special meeting of the general membership.

ARTICLE IV

AREA OF JURSIDICTION

The “Manchester Township Area” is hereby defined to include all portions of Manchester Township. Youth may be accepted for participation in the program of the Organization from outside the “Manchester Township Area” at the discretion of the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE V

MEETINGS

1.   There shall be one regular meeting of the general membership to be held during the month of July or other month as determined by the Board of Directors. This meeting shall be the annual organizational meeting.

2.   Special meetings of the general membership may be called at the discretion of the President or upon petition submitted to the Board of Directors by ten (10) members of the Organization.

3.   The Board of Directors shall meet at the discretion of the President or upon written petition of three (3) directors, submitted to the President.


ARTICLE VI

QUORUM

1.   For meeting of the general membership twelve (12) members shall be deemed to constitute a quorum.

2.   For meeting of the Board of Directors a quorum shall be deemed to mean five (5) members.


ARTICLE VII

OFFICERS

The Organization shall elect at the annual organizational meeting by simple majority vote the following officers:

President
Vice-President Secretary Treasurer

All officers shall enter upon their official duties immediately upon their election and shall serve for a term of one year or until the successors shall be duly elected and qualified.

ARTICLE VIII

DUTIES OF OFFICERS

1.   The President shall act as the presiding officer at each meeting. He shall appoint the Chairman and members of all committees. The President shall only be entitled to vote on all matters brought before the board of Directors in the event of a tie.

2.   The Vice-President shall assume the duties of the President in the event of his absence.

3.   The Secretary shall keep and preserve a record of proceedings of all regular and special meetings of the general membership and the Board of Directors and of all other matters for which a record may be deemed advisable by the Organization or Board of Directors. The Secretary shall assume the duties of the President in the event of the absence of the president and Vice-president.

ARTICLE IX

BOARD OF DIRECTORS
THE BOARD OF Directors shall consist of the immediate Past President and the Four elected officers and up to thirty (30) directors who shall be elected by simple majority vote at the Annual Organization meeting and shall serve for a term of one year or until their successors are duly elected and qualified. In the event that a vacancy occurs for any reason on the board of Directors, it shall be filled by simple majority vote of the Board of Directors. Such replacement shall be for the unexpired portion of term of his predecessor. Any officer or Director failing to attend three (3) consecutive meetings will automatically cease to be a member of the Board of Directors. When it is deemed to be in the best interests of the Organization any officer or director may be removed from office by a two-thirds vote of those present at a regular or special meeting of the Board of Directors.
  All members must be in good financial standing with the organ ization.



Duties of the board of Directors shall include the following:

1.   Set policies and determine activities of the Organization.

2.   Pass on all receipts and expenditures.

3.   Approve bills.

4.   General management of the Organization

5.   Appoint and dismiss all managers, coaches or other personnel responsible for executing the programs of the Organization.

6.   Other functions and responsibilities necessary to conduct programs and activities consistent with the purpose of the Organization.

Except as otherwise specified all actions taken by the Board of Directors shall be simple majority vote.

ARTICLE X

COMMITTEES

Committees may be appointed as deemed necessary by the President. Chairmen of committees shall have the authority to appoint temporary subcommittees to handle specific projects or assignments.

ARTICLE XI

PRESIDENT

The President may appoint a Commissioner, who may also be a Director, for each sport or athletic program with which the Organization is involved. In the absence of a commissioner, the Board shall perform these duties. Duties of the Commissioner shall be as follows:

1.   Provide liaison among coaches, managers, and other program personnel as necessary.

2.   Provide liaison between program personnel and the Board of Directors.

3.   Arrange for representation at any league meetings involving teams from the Organization.

4.   Provide necessary rule interpretations and resolve any disputes involving teams, participants, and program personnel.

5.   Order disciplinary action involving program participants as necessary.





ARTICLE XII

CODE OF CONDUCT

Consistent with the purpose of this Organization, all members, officers, directors, coaches, managers, other program personnel, or program participants pursuant to any meeting, athletic event, or other Organizational function will observe the following rules of conduct:

1.   No profane language.

2.   No arguments with umpires, referees, or other such officials.

3.   No use of alcoholic beverages or tobacco.

4.   No fighting or excessive horseplay.

5.   No verbal abuse regarding officials, members of opposing teams or fans.


ARTICLE XIII

DISPOSITION OF ASSETS

In the event that the Association ceases to exist for any reason, all remaining assets of the Association including but not limited to funds and athletic equipment shall pass to any successor or similar organization providing organized athletic programs for youth in the “Manchester Township Area”. Should there be no appropriate organization to receive the remaining assets, such assets would then pass to Manchester Township for use at Morgan Cousler Park.

ARTICLE XIIII

These by-laws may be amended, changed or supplemented at any time by an affirmative vote of two-thirds of the members present at any regular meeting of the Organization. Amendments may be offered by a special by-laws committee appointed for that purpose by the President or by petition of ten (10) members of the Organization. This organization has adopted the attached Articles of Association in order to comply with non-profit status.

The attached Articles of Association were adopted by the Manchester Township Athletic
Association on August 8, 2004.


MANCHESTER TOWNSHIP ATHLETIC ASSOCIATION ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION

Articles of Association of the undersigned, a majority of whom are citizens of the United States, desiring to form a non-profit organization do hereby certify:

First: The name of the organization shall be the Manchester Township Athletic Association.

Second: The place in this state of Pennsylvania where the principal office of the organization is to be located is the town of York, York County.

Third: Said organization is organized exclusively for charitable and educational purposes within the meaning of section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code or the corresponding section of any future tax code.

Fourth: The names of the current officers and Directors are as per the attached document. 
All of the above are residents of York, Pennsylvania.

Fifth: No part of the net earnings of the organization shall inure to or for the benefit of or be distributed to its members, officers, or other private person, except that the organization shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the exempt purposes for which it was formed. No substantial part of the activities of the organization shall be the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the organization shall not participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of or in opposition to any candidate for public office. Notwithstanding any other provision
of these articles, the organization shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on by a corporation exempt from federal tax under section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future federal tax code.

Sixth: Upon the dissolution of this association, after paying or adequately providing for debts and obligations of the association, the remaining assets shall be distributed to a nonprofit fund, foundation or corporation, which organized and operated exclusively for charitable, educational,
or religious and/or scientific purposes and which has established its tax-exempt status under section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or the corresponding section of any future federal tax code or shall be distributed to the federal government or to the state or local government, for a public purpose.
