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2022 MBL Bat Rules Update 
By CAA Baseball 12/15/2021, 10:00am CST 
Metro Baseball League (MBL) has announced new bat rules that will go into effect for the 2022 league and tournament season.  These changes will align the bat standards with MYAS.  Below are the new guidelines.
9-11 yr olds: maximum diameter of 2¼”, 2½”, 2⅝”, or 2¾” with an unlimited weight differential and is USA or USSSA approved
12-13 yr olds: maximum diameter of 2½”, 2⅝”, or 2¾” with an -10 maximum weight differential and is USA or USSSA approved
14 yr olds: (including the 14/15A division): maximum diameter of 2¾” with a -5 maximum weight differential and is USA or USSSA approved; or maximum diameter of 2⅝” with a -3 weight differential and is BBCOR approved.
15 yr olds: maximum diameter of 2⅝” with a -3 weight differential and is BBCOR approved
All bats must be 36” or less in length.  Wood bats are allowed at all ages.
