OVA Coach Mentorship Program

The Mentorship Program is designed to connect coaches with experienced 
mentors. This initiative aims to address the needs of coaches seeking 
guidance in specific aspects of coaching.



OVA Coach Mentorship Program
How it works:

OVA coaches in good standing can apply to become a mentor. 

All approved mentors will be listed on the website with a short introduction, highlighting 
their coaching experience, expertise, and mentorship fees.

OVA Coach Mentorship Program
How it works for the Mentees

- Coaches fill out the form on the OVA website and select the mentor they wish to 
work with

- The mentor will contact the coach to coordinate the terms of the mentorship. 

Subsidy for Coaches

Coaches are eligible to receive a subsidy for participating in a mentorship program. 

- $50 per session up to a maximum of $200 for a 1-on-1 mentorship

- $25 per session up to a maximum of $100 for a group mentorship.

Coach Development Activity Subsidy
The Coach Development Subsidy Program is aimed at supporting OVA clubs in the 
delivery of coach development activities by providing financial assistance to cover 
approved expenses related to coach development events. The program is open to all 
OVA-affiliated clubs that meet the eligibility criteria.

Coach Development Activity Subsidy Details

 Clubs can receive up to $1000 per event to cover approved expenses. The event 
must meet the following requirements:

o In-person event, either for on-court, classroom or a combination of sessions

o Minimum of 3 hours of instruction

o Coach developers and instructors must meet the OVA Screening Policy requirements

o The event must be open to all OVA coaches and members

o Each club may receive funding for a maximum of three activities within a fiscal year.



Youth Safe Sport Education Resources 

Volleyball Canada announced the launch of Safe Sport Education Resources for Youth aged 13 to 
19. This free online program has been developed in conjunction with Swim Canada and Athletics 
Canada. The program consists of 8 modules designed to help athletes acquire essential knowledge 
and skills to identify potential risks and ensure their safety and that of others. 

This program covers essential topics such as: 

 recognizing and reporting abuse

 setting boundaries 

 promoting healthy relationships within sports communities
