Greensboro Ice House: Guidelines
· Problems/suggestions with current guidelines from Ice house 
· 5-8 years old need a parent
· Squirt probably needs a parent also
· Face covering change to recommended not required
· Protocol will be challenging for coaches if they have to help dress and tie skates
· Review/Look at safe sport issues with no parents
· Look at potential volunteer to help children before and after taking ice
· Concerns with sanitizing:  are they able to get products and continue cleaning process
· Events will be mini camps
· Will there be enough space and social distancing built into programming
· Currently no parents allowed in rink
· Screening process includes temperature, face covering, and answer few questions
· Face covering mandatory to enter rink and leave rink and should be used in locker room/public areas but DO NOT NEED to be worn when on ice actively playing.
· Ice House states if children are old enough to be dropped at school, they are old enough to be dropped at Ice House
· Open in 7 -10 days
· No spectators
· Limit the amount of people inside and on ice
· Showers closed/snack bar closed
· Preregistered events:  skater check in
· Player come in dressed

Learn to Play 
· Registrations will be automatically transferred to next session
· How to handle: will people be hesitant, it will look different
· Dedicate more time to learn to skate
· More classes:  limit people on ice and provide more space
· Look at starting July 13
· Initial focus on just getting back on ice
· Do not want them standing around
· Keep things moving
· Try to limit drills in close contact
· Discussion
· Children will touch and be hard to socially distance, need smaller groups, who do children go home to and are others in family at risk, mask, groups should be predetermined, assigned to one group to limit contacts, exposure to coaches
· When should we start?
· Two learn to plays?
· Can Ice house provide younger age groups stick n pucks for young players and parents only?
· Ice purchase is $325 per hour
· Dressing:  worst case children com in completely dressed
