C) There will be a 10 minute break between games.

D) Games must start once nine ployers are present. There will not be
a delay to wait for a specific player to arive.

B) Nine players can be used If ten players ore not avaliable. There Is nO
penalty of an out in the tenth batting siof.

(3] Eight players can be used If fen players are not avaliable. This team
can borrow a person to catch from opposing team or any other
team, but the catcher cannot bat, and there willbe an automatic
out in the ninth batting posttion.

A) Each player from every team must pldy a minimum of three innings
or two at bats per double header.
