This past season was filled with team success across multiple age groups. Our 10U AA group set the standard
early, capturing both the SFHL regular season title and the SAHOF State Championship. At the 12U level, our
White team delivered a dominant performance all year, earning both regular season and State Championship
honors, while our 12U A Orange team battled hard to a State Tournament finalist finish.

At the older levels, our 14U A Orange team put together an outstanding campaign as regular season champions
and State Tournament finalists, and our 16U AA group competed at a high level all season, finishing as State
Tournament finalists.
