Dear Spring Sports Leagues,

Attached is the list of fields that are available this spring as we had discussed at the meeting last week. Start dates are contingent upon field conditions. Please keep in mind that Guilford High School athletic teams have priority in the event of scheduling conflicts.

Please inform your coaches about the importance of staying off wet fields for practice and games. Playing on wet fields, especially early in the season, damages them for the entire season. The rear Baldwin Field, Dudley Property, Jacobs Beach and the GHS turf field (around the GHS schedule) offer early season practice areas. Leete 1, Long Hill Park rear and Chittenden soccer will be taken out of service for repairs. We will set up other areas as identified on the attached schedule.

If field conditions are questionable, a representative of each league should call the “field conditions” phone line at 203-453-8134, ext 301 after 4:00 pm. Each league should make decisions on weekends, but please be conservative to protect the fields.

Trash collection will be contracted, so coaches will have to be sure that recyclable items are placed in the proper bins and that litter is not left on the ground or in dug-outs. We will appreciate any assistance you can give this year.
Please be sure to send me your Certificate of Insurance naming the Town of Guilford additional insured.

Please refrain, on most fields, from moving soccer goals. On multi-use fields, they should only be moved back a few feet to make room for lacrosse.

Our maintenance crew endeavors to maintain fields in playable condition to the fullest extend that their equipment and manpower allows.

Thank you for all you do for young athletes in Guilford and for the contributions you make to improve our fields.
