Participants will also be able to observe the off-
court strength and conditioning component with the strength coach, Cody Piwowar-Desilets, as well as
discussions with additional members of the integrated sports team.

New for 2024: Volleyball Canada, in collaboration with the Coaching Association of Canada and MONDO, is
offering financial support to selected women coaches. Successful candidates will receive a subsidy for their
expenses and will be required to complete a report detailing their experience.
